ZELENO OBMOCJE

Ucenci, katerih skupni dosezki pri anglescini dolo¢ajo mejo spodnje Cetrtine dosezkov, so v povprecju uspesno resili
te naloge/postavke:

A) SLUSNO RAZUMEVANJE

1. naloga

Pri 1. nalogi sluSnega razumevanja so ucenci poslusali posnetek, v katerem je bilo opisano, kaj so strokovnjaki
ugotovili, ko so primerjali sposobnosti papagaja in predsolskih otrok. Naloga je tip povezovanja, u¢enci so morali
povezati napisane naslove s posameznimi deli slidanega besedila. Glavni cilj naloge je bil poslusanje krajsih
vnosnih slusnih besedil za razumevanje glavnih misli, ki so bile podane v obliki naslovov. Nalogo so uspesneje
resili tisti u¢enci, ki znajo povzemati krajsa slusna besedila. Bralnega besedila je bilo izredno malo, tako da lahko
predpostavimo, da je bil vpliv bralnega razumevanja na slusno razumevanje relativno nizek. Zato lahko rezultate
sprejmemo kot veljavne, da torej resni¢no preverjajo slusno zmoznost ne pa tudi bralne.

Pri tej nalogi se je v zeleno obmocje uvrstila testna postavka 3, ki je predvsem preverjala razumevanje besed
colour in shape v sobesedilu, kar se ucenci ucijo od vsega zacetka tujejezikovnega pouka in jim zato ni
predstavljala posebnih tezav.

2.naloga
Pri 2. nalogi slusnega razumevanja so ucenci poslusali besedilo o mladih Sportnikih, ki se pripravljajo na zimske
olimpijske igre leta 2018. Naloga je izbirnega tipa z enim pravilnim odgovorom.

Vnos bralnega razumevanja je bil tudi pri tej nalogi relativno nizek, zato lahko z veliko verjetnostjo trdimo, da je ta
naloga izklju¢no preverjala slusno razumevanje, ne pa tudi bralnega ali pisnega. Pri vseh testnih postavkah je
nasteto besedisce del osnovnega nabora besednjaka tujejezikovnega govorca, zato je bilo tudi pricakovano, da se
je v zeleno obmocje uvrstilo vseh Sest testnih postavk.

1. testna postavka je preverjala u¢encevo razumevanje besedne zveze keep in touch. V izhodis¢nem besedilu je
ucenec moral prepoznati izraze wrote letters, long-distance calls, e-mail once a week in jih nato povezati z osebo, ki
govori o tem.

2. testna postavka se je nanasala na preverjanje razumevanja, kdo od Sportnikov si pri u¢enju pomaga z moderno
tehnologijo. U¢endi, ki so pravilno razumeli ta del besedila: Rebecca is snowboarding in winter and sometimes misses
school for a whole week. But she can catch up with her homework on the internet., so testno postavko pravilno resili.
Najpomembnejsi del za pravilno resitev se nanasa na poved: But she can catch up with her homework on the
internet. Pomembno pa je tudi besedilo pred to povedjo, saj je potrebno slediti, na katero osebo se nanasa osebni
zaimek she.

3. testna postavka je preverjala, ali so ucenci znali povezati trditev | go to school when other kids are free. z
izhodis¢nim besedilom ... Here at boarding school she has lessons in the summer while other kids enjoy their holidays
at the seaside.

Pri 4. postavki so morali ucenci povezati zapisano poved | have competitions all year round. z izhodis¢nim
govorjenim besedilom Although very scared, Brian decided to have a go and at the age of six, he made his first ski
Jjump. This summer he beat his own record. He says that competitions never stop. In the summer, when there is no snow,
they jump off artificial hills and land on a kind of carpet. Za odlocitev, kateri od Sportnikov ima tekmovanja skozi vse
leto, je bilo pomembno, da je u¢enec razumel besede in/ali besedne zveze kot competitions never stop, vendar pa
je moral slediti besedilu Ze veliko prej, da je lahko ugotovil, da se osebni zaimek he nanasa na 3portnika Briana.
Prav tako mu je bilo lahko v pomoc¢ besedilo, ki govori o tem, da vadijo in tekmujejo tudi poleti, ¢eprav gre za
zimski Sport.

5. testna postavka je preverjala razumevanje govorjenega izhodis¢nega besedila, ki se je nanasalo na Daniela, ki
pomaga koreografu pri izbiri glasbe in njegovih oblek. V tem delu besedila, ki govori o pomenu videza in oblek,
sta se pojavili imeni dveh Sportnikov, zato je moral u¢enec pozorno poslusati, da je izbral Daniela in ne Megan.

Pri 6. testni postavki je ucenec poslusal besedilo in ugotavljal, kdo pogresa ljubljeno osebo. V zadnjem delu
besedila so omenjeni vsi Stirje Sportniki, vendar je Brian tisti, ki ne more prenehati misliti na svojo deklico. Na
odlocitev o pravilnem odgovoru je verjetno vplivalo razumevanje tega dela besedila: ... while Brian cannot stop
thinking about his girlfriend.



B) BRALNO RAZUMEVANJE

1.naloga

V nalogi bralnega razumevanja je pripoved o decku, ki zaradi bolezni ne more v Solo, zato jo namesto njega
obiskuje robot. Zahtevala je kratke odgovore z najvec petimi besedami na dana vprasanja, vezana na besedilo. Za
pravilne so se Steli tudi odgovori, ki so bili zapisani s pravopisnimi in/ali slovni¢nimi napakami, ki niso vplivale na
razumevanje, oziroma so bili dolgi do pet besed in vsebinsko ustrezni. V besedilu so ucenci morali poiskati
dolo¢ene podatke in podrobnosti, pri ¢emer so za uspesno reSevanje morali razumeti tudi daljsi del besedila.
Zadnja testna postavka je izbirnega tipa z eno mozno izbiro in preverja razumevanje glavnega sporocila besedila.

V zeleno obmogje se je uvrstila samo testna postavka 6, ki je preverjala razumevanje vsebine celotnega besedila.
Glede na rezultate lahko ugotovimo, da sta bila smisel in sporocilo celotne zgodbe vecini u¢encev razumljiva.



V to obmocje spadajo ucenci, katerih skupni dosezki pri angles¢ini dolo¢ajo mejo med polovicama dosezkov
(50 kvantil) in so poleg nalog iz zelenega obmocja v povpredju uspesno resili 3e te naloge in testne postavke:

A) SLUSNO RAZUMEVANJE

1. naloga
Pri 1. nalogi spadajo v rumeno obmocje postavke 1, 2,4, 5in 6.

1. testna postavka je povezala naslov An unusual competition s tem delom izhodis¢nega besedila: The parrot and
the children had a contest to see who could answer more questions correctly. Ob tem je u¢encu pomagalo tudi
razumevanje predhodnega besedila, vse od Now the star at Pepperberg’s lab... Za pravilno resitev je bilo potrebno
tudi sklepanje iz sobesedila.

Pri 2. testni postavki so ucenci, ki so jo resili pravilno, povezali ta del izhodis¢nega govorjenega besedila: ... First
the children and the parrot had to say what things were made of. The trainer held up a rock and Griffin said, “Rrrock!” The
teacher held up a rock and a three-year-old boy said, “Tomato!” z danim naslovom Different materials. Pri povezovanju
se je lahko uc¢enec oprl na besede in besedne zveze: ... what things were made of ... held up arock ... Rrrock! ... a
rock.

Testna postavka 4 se nanasa na zmoznost slusnega razumevanja besedila: .... One boy thought the hexagon had
four corners. Another boy looked at the lemon shape and counted all the way to 17! He didn’t know that he should only
count each end once. Griffin won. z zapisano trditvijo Parrot better at counting. Pri tej postavki je bilo potrebno
izlociti tudi distraktor H Counting words, ki pa se je nanasal na Stetje besed, zato zanasanje na besedo count v
danih naslovih ni zadostovalo za pravilno resitev testne postavke.

Ucenci so pri testni postavki 5 povezali zapisano trditev As smart as a child z govorjenim izhodis¢nim besedilom:
.... But on this day, Griffin did about as well as a three-and-a-half-year-old child. U¢enec ni mogel resiti testne
postavke pravilno, ¢e se je naslanjal na to, da bi samo prepoznal besedo smart v slisanem besedilu. Potrebno je
bilo razumeti, da ... did about as well ... pomeni podobno kot ... as smart as.

Testna postavka 6 je u€enca sprasevala po razumevanju vprasanja, kaj je Griffin dobil za nagrado. Ucenec je torej
moral razumeti ... Asked, “‘What do you want?” Griffin replied, “Nut!”. Najpomembnejse je bilo razumevanje besede
nut, ki so jo morali u¢enci povezati z besedo food.

B) BRALNO RAZUMEVANJE

1.naloga
Pri 1. nalogi spadajo v rumeno obmaocje testne postavke 3,4 in 5.

Testna postavka 3, vprasanje Why can't the robot leave the classroom on its own?, se je nanasala na razumevanje
besedila: ... Stairs are one thing the robot can't do, however. And because VGo doesn't have arms, Devon depends on
other students to open doors for him. Za pravilno resitev je moral ucenec zapisati has no arms (oziroma podoben
smiseln odgovor). Ucenec, ki je iskal podobne besede, kot so zapisane v vprasanju, te postavke ni mogel resiti
pravilno. Potrebno je bilo sklepanje iz sobesedila.

Pri testni postavki 4 je moral uc¢enec povezati del podanega besedila No matter how useful the robot is, it still can’t
do physical exercises so it doesn't attend gym classes. z zastavljenim vprasanjem Which school subject is the robot
excused from?. U¢enec je moral razumeti, da se gym classes nanasa na Solski predmet $portna vzgoja. ReSevanje je
olajsalo tudi razumevanje besedne zveze excused from.

Testna postavka 5 je zahtevala odgovor na vprasanje: What does Devon do when he wants to cooperate?. Odgovor
so ucenci lahko nasli v tem delu besedila: If Devon knows the answer to one of the teacher's questions, he has a way of
raising his hand. "From my computer, | activate a red light," explains Devon, who then waits to be called on by his
teacher. U¢enci so morali povezati daljsi del besedila, na primer, da ima Devon mozZnost »dvigniti roko« tako, da
prizge rdeco lu¢. Pri tej postavki smo sprejeli vse odgovore, ki so vkljucevali besedno zvezo rdeca lu¢ in glagol
prizgati oziroma njegove smiselne sopomenke.

2.naloga

Besedilo 2. naloge bralnega razumevanja je pripoved o pri¢eskah skozi ¢as. Gre za nalogo povezovanja, pri kateri
so morali u¢enci v naboru besed poiskati ustrezno drzavo ali mesto, s katero so lahko povezali del besedila. Za
uspesno resevanje naloge so morali razumeti Sirse besedilo, v&asih tudi odstavek.

V rumeno obmocje spadajo testne postavke 1,2, 5in 6.



Testna postavka 1 se je nanasala na trditev Men wore false hair on their heads and chins. U¢enci so jo povezali z
delom besedila: In the time of the pyramids, Egyptians wore their hair oiled and braided — or not at all. Wealthy people
often had several fancy wigs made of human or animal hair, sometimes in bright colours. Putting on a wig was much
easier than sitting still for an elaborate hairdo..... Some men even wore beard wigs. Se posebej je bilo bistveno
razumevanje zadnje povedi o lasuljah na bradi.

Pri testni postavki 2 so u¢enci povezali ... Big foreheads were considered beautiful, so women sometimes shaved the
front part of their hair off. This unusual habit was common in ancient Greece. z zapisano trditvijo Ladies removed a part
of their hair to be admired. Pri tem je bilo klju¢nega pomena sklepanje iz sobesedila in razumevanje sopomenk, kot
na primer shaved in removed. Pri iskanju resitve so si u¢enci lahko pomagali z delom besedila: ...Big foreheads were
considered beautiful.

Testna postavka 5 se je nanasala na trditev Before putting on wigs, men shortened or got rid of their hair. Ce je ucenec
pravilno razumel poved: Underneath the wigs men cut their hair very short or shaved their heads completely to prevent
lice,, je lahko zakljucil, da se je to dogajalo v Franciji. Razumevanje vecjega dela besedila je seveda pripomoglo k
pravilni resitvi.

Pri testni postavki 6, ki je zahtevala resitev Benetke (Venice), je ucenec lahko nasel povezavo z zapisano trditvijo
Ladies used different materials to change their hair colour. v delu besedila, ki se je glasil: In Venice in the 1500,
fashionable women plastered their hair with henna to make it redder. To go blonde, they soaked their hair in lemon
juice, pee, or lye, a harsh and smelly chemical used in soap, and sat in the sun all day. Za pravilno resitev te postavke
je bilo potrebno prebrati sirsi del besedila, saj je u¢enec lahko nasel odgovor na vec delih, ki so zgoraj oznaceni s
krepkim tiskom.

C) RABA JEZIKA

1.naloga

Naloga je kratka biografija Mahatme Ghandija, legendarnega indijskega voditelja. U¢enci so morali na prazna
mesta v besedilu vstaviti pravilne jezikovne oblike besed v oklepaju ali dopolniti vrzel z ustrezno slovni¢no
besedo/besedami.

Pri tej nalogi spadata v rumeno obmocje testni postavki 1 in 5. Za pravilno resitev so morali u¢enci razumeti Sirse
besedilo in sklepati iz sobesedila.

Testna postavka 1 je od uc¢enca zahtevala, da pozna besedno zvezo delati kot in nato ime poklica (as a lawyer).
Sprejeli pa smo tudi vse druge resitve, ki so bile smiselne. U¢enci se Ze zgodaj seznanijo z druzino in poklici, in
besedna zveza work as ne bi smela biti nepoznana, saj spada med zelo pogoste kolokacije v anglescini.

Pri testni postavki 5 smo preverjali tvorbo glagola like v nikalni obliki v pretekliku. U¢enci so lahko zapisali kratko
oziroma dolgo obliko. Za pravilno resitev so morali znati zanikati glagol v pretekliku in iz sobesedila ugotoviti, za
kateri slovnicni ¢as gre.

2.naloga
Naloga je sestavljena iz treh razli¢nih besedil, v katere je moral u¢enec na prazna mesta natancno vpisati zahtevano
besedo. Ob razumevanju besedila, ki je napeljalo na ustrezno besedo, je moral paziti na pravilen zapis besede.

Pri tej nalogi spadata v rumeno obmocje 1. in 4. testna postavka. Obe testni postavki nista preverjali samo
poznavanja besed cook in destroy, temvec tudi njun pravilen zapis. Beseda cook sicer spada na raven A1, vendar pa
je sobesedilo vkljucevalo besedisce tudi z vijih ravni, kar je morda oteZilo zahtevnost testne postavke.

D) PISNO SPOROCANJE

Pri nalogi pisnega sporocanja so morali ucenci s pomocjo izto¢nic napisati pismo organizaciji Green Planet in
razmisljati o onesnazevanju okolja in skrbi zanj.

V rumeno obmogje spada kriterij zgradba besedila. Pri tem ugotavljamo, da znajo ucenci besedilo smiselno
strukturirati in povezati. Za dve tocki je namre¢ moral u¢enec zapisati koherentno in razumljivo besedilo (kljub
slovni¢nim oziroma pravopisnim napakam). Vezljivost besedila mora biti prisotna tako na ravni povedi kot tudi na
ravni celotnega besedila.



RDECE OBMOCJE

Ucenci, katerih skupni dosezki pri angles¢ini dolo¢ajo mejo zgornje Cetrtine doseZkov, so poleg nalog iz zelenega in
rumenega obmocja uspesno resili 3e te naloge in postavke:

B) BRALNO RAZUMEVANJE

1. naloga
Sem spadata testni postavki 1in 2.

Ucenci, ki so uspesno resili ti dve testni postavki, so morali v besedilu poiskati dolocene informacije na zahtevnejsa
vprasanja (how, what ... to) in razumeti zahtevnejse besedisce.

V testni postavki 1 je bilo vprasanje: How does Devon entertain his school mates?, ki se je nanasalo na del besedila:
Always a joker, Devon greeted the other kids with a riddle: "Why did the turkey cross the road? Because it was the
chicken's day off.". Ucenci so lahko pravilno resitev poiskali na ve¢ mestih, na primer Always a joker, greeted with a
riddle, in $e v celotni 3ali v narekovajih. Ni pa bilo mogoce odgovoriti brez poglobljenega razumevanja celotnega
dela besedila in tudi besede entertain.

Pri testni postavki 2 so morali u¢enci povezati vprasanje What does Devon compare his robot to? z delom besedila
"The robot has wheels," Devon says, "so | can move the robot through the hallways with ease. It drives like a little go-
kart.". Potrebno je bilo poznati besedi compare in tudi like kot predlog za izrazanje primerjave.

2.naloga

V rde¢e obmocje spada testna postavka 7. Ladies could select among different models of hairstyle. Je trditev, ki od
uc¢enca zahteva poznavanje modalnega glagola can v pretekliku in besed, kot so select, different, model, hairstyle, ki
niso posebno zahtevne. Potrebno pa je bilo natan¢no brati besedilo in poiskati tisti del besedila, ki je z drugimi
besedami, kot so zajete v trditvi, sporocal enako vsebino. V besedilu so lahko nasli odgovor v povedih: ... wealthy
Roman women liked complicated hairdos with lots of curls and braids, and often wore wigs. Hairdressers displayed small
clay heads with different hairstyles for patrons to choose from. One Roman lady had a statue of herself made with a
removable stone wig. That way the statue could always wear the latest fashionable hairstyle!

C) RABA JEZIKA

1.naloga

V rde¢e obmocje spadata testni postavki 2 in 4. Pri postavki 2 so u¢enci morali podan glagol v oklepaju postaviti v
pravilno obliko. 1z sobesedila so morali prepoznati, da gre za preteklost in trpni nacin. Pomembno je bilo tudi
razumevanje slovni¢nega pravila, da tvorimo pretekli deleznik (past participle) pravilnih glagolov tako, da dodamo
kon¢nico -ed. Ker se glagol force konca na ¢rko -g, je potrebno dodati samo obrazilo -d. Prav tako so morali u¢enci
lociti med ednino in mnoZino, uporabiti were in ne was.

Testna postavka 4 se nanasa na znanje slovnice, in sicer tvorjenje mnoZine besede foot, ki tvori nepravilno
mnNozino, zato pravilo dodajanja obrazila -s samostalniku ne velja.

2.naloga
V rdece obmocje spadajo testne postavke 2, 3in 5.

Testna postavka 2 se osredotoca na predlog round v povezavi z besedno zvezo to sit round the fire. U¢enci so
morali besedo round, ki so jo morali ugotoviti iz sobesedila, povsem pravilno zapisati, kar je nekaterim povzrocalo
tezave.

Pri testni postavki 3 so morali u¢enci ugotoviti in zapisati besedo usually, ki je prislov in pomeni obi¢ajno. Beseda
je na ravni A2, vendar je bilo potrebno besedo tvoriti, ne samo prepoznati, in Se pravilno zapisati. Predvsem zapis
dvojnega | je povzrocal tezave.

Testna postavka 5 je zahtevala poznavanje glagola stand, ki ga je moral u¢enec ugotoviti v povedi The surface isn't
so hard so you can'ts_ _ _ _ on it. U¢enci so zapisali razli¢ne resitve (swim, skate, slide, sleep itd.), ki niso odgovarjale
na vprasanje Can you walk on Jupiter?

D) PISNO SPOROCANJE

V rde¢e obmogje spadajo kriteriji vsebina, besedisce in slovnica. U¢enci, ki so dosegli maksimalno Stevilo tock pri
vseh treh kriterijih, so pokazali, da znajo smiselno razmisljati o problemih okolja, ustrezno uporabljati besedisce na
dano temo in pri¢akovane slovni¢ne strukture ter dokaj pravilno zapisati posamezne besede.



MODRO OBMOCJE

Ucenci, katerih skupni dosezki pri anglescini dolocajo zgornjo desetino dosezkov, so poleg nalog iz zelenega,
rumenega in rde¢ega obmocja v povprecju uspesno resili Se te naloge/postavke:

B) BRALNO RAZUMEVANJE

2.naloga
V modro obmocje spadata 3. in 4. testna postavka.

3. testna postavka je preverjala, ali so uc¢enci znali povezati trditev Men wore a strip of spiky hair in the centre. in daljsi
del besedila v zadnjem odstavku, predvsem pa ... the punk mohawk, shaved on the sides with a tall crest of hair
sticking straight up down the middle ... to imitate American Indian warriors ... Klju¢no besedis¢e za uspesno
resevanje te postavke je zahtevno, u¢enec je moral sklepati o pomenu neznanih besed v sobesedilu.

4. testna postavka je zahtevala, da ucenec poveze trditev Men were recognised by an impressive ponytail. z
besedilom ... Japanese men of the Samurai class traditionally shaved the tops of their heads and wore their long hair
bent at the back of their head ... U¢enci so morali besedno zvezo hair bent at the back povezati z besedo ponytail
oziroma sklepati o pomenu neznanih besed v sobesedilu.

C) RABA JEZIKA

1. naloga

V modro obmocje spada testna postavka 3, ki je zahtevala pretvorbo pridevnika v prislov s pravilnim zapisom.
Predvidevamo, da je u¢encem zapis dveh |-jev predstavljal ve¢jo teZzavo kakor sama pretvorba iz ene besedne
vrste v drugo.

2.naloga
V- modro obmocje se je uvrstila testna postavka 6, ki je zahtevala poznavanje besede spacesuit. Predvidevamo, da
uc¢enci besedo poznajo na prepoznavni ravni, na ravni priklica in tvorbe pa jim povzroca tezave.

preizkusu znanja — se je uvrstila ta naloga/postavka:
C) RABA JEZIKA

1. naloga
V to obmocje se je uvrstila testna postavka 6, v kateri se je preverjala raba predloga in v povezavi s samostalnikom
belief, kar je u¢encem predstavljalo veliko tezavo.



SKLEP

Porazdelitev doseZkov kaZe, da u¢enci niso imeli vecjih teZav z reSevanjem nalog slusnega razumevanija, saj so se
vse testne postavke uvrstile v zeleno oziroma rumeno obmocje. Sklepamo, da je vecina ucencev uspesna pri
razumevanju slusnih besedil, Ze zato, ker se z njimi sreCujejo od samega zacetka ucenja tujega jezika, hkrati pa je
to prva jezikovna zmoznost, ki jo vsak uceci se usvoji najprej. K uspesnemu resevanju slusnih nalog je verjetno
pripomogla tudi izpostavljenost angles¢ine zunaj Solskega prostora, kar naj ucitelji spodbujajo tudi v bodoce.

Testne postavke bralnega razumevanja so razprdene v vsa stiri obmocja, kar pomeni, da so bralne zmoznosti in
strategije branja uc¢encev 9. razreda ob koncu osnovnega Solanja zelo razlicne. Nekateri ucenci imajo ze zelo
razvite bralne strategije in Sirok nabor besedis¢a, zato jih zahtevnejse besedilo ne odvrne od branja in zmorejo
prepoznati pomen neznanih besed iz sobesedila. Ostali morajo bralne strategije e razviti in biti pri pouku

izpostavljeni sirokemu naboru razli¢nih besedil, ne samo tistih, ki jih ponujajo u¢beniki.

Rabo jezika smo preverjali v sobesedilu, kar je v skladu s teorijo komunikacijskega pristopa tujejezikovnega
poucevanja. U¢enci so dosegli razli¢ne rezultate in bili manj uspesni kakor pri nalogah slusnega in bralnega
razumevanja. Ceprav je tak$en rezultat pri¢akovan, je potrebno pri pouku razvijati jezikovno znanje v sobesedilu s
pomocjo osmisljenih in avtenti¢nih nalog, ne pa izolirano, kjer oblika previada nad pomenom.

Pri tvorbni nalogi pisnega sporoc¢anja ugotavljamo, da so u¢enci dokaj uspesni pri kriteriju zgradba, saj so zmozni
napisati smiselne in vezljive povedi in odstavke. Pri kriteriju vsebine smo opazili, da ne sledijo natan¢no navodilom
naloge in ne vkljucijo podatkov, ki jih zahtevajo izto¢nice. Se vedno so vidni primanjkljaji pri uporabi besedi¢a in
slovni¢nih struktur.

Vse naloge so bile tudi v tem nacionalnem preizkusu nacrtno notranje diferencirane. Praviloma zajemajo
postavke, ki padejo v razlicna obmogja. U¢encem naj rezultati nalog in posameznih testnih postavk sluZijo za
analizo lastnega znanja in zmoznosti, ki so jih dosegli. Najnovejse raziskave kazejo, da je za usvajanje tujega jezika
izredno pomembno, da pouk temelji na dovolj velikem slusnem in pisnem/bralnem vnosu, ¢im vecjem Stevilu
avtenti¢nih nalog, to je nalog, ki so blizu u¢encevemu izkusenjskemu svetu in njegovim zanimanjem, ter nalogam,
ki so u¢encem izziv.

DEVON AND THE ROBOT
Like most kids his age, 7-year-old Devon Carrow enjoys school, especially hanging out with
his friends. What's different about Devon, though, is that he doesn't actually attend school —
at least, not in person because of his allergies. His medical condition is so bad that it could
be life threatening, so Devon can't physically go to his elementary school in West Seneca,
New York. Instead, he has a robot that goes to school in his place! Thankfully, in January
2012, a new technology called VGo allowed Devon to start attending school without being
there in person.

About 4 feet tall and 20 pounds, VGo is a white plastic robot with a video camera and
microphone. From his desk at his house 5 miles away, Devon uses a computer with Wi-Fi to
operate his robot, which lets him see and hear his teacher and his classmates. And his
teacher and classmates can also see and hear Devon.

When "robot Devon" first started coming to class, the other students were excited and
curious. "They came right up to the video camera and began talking to me!" Devon says.
Always a joker, Devon greeted the other kids with a riddle: "Why did the turkey cross the
road? Because it was the chicken's day off."

"The robot has wheels," Devon says, "so | can move the robot through the hallways
with ease. It drives like a little go-kart."

Sensors in the robot help it avoid uneven pavement and falls. When moving, VGo
automatically tilts downward to search for obstacles. Stairs are one thing the robot can't do,
however. And because VGo doesn't have arms, Devon depends on other students to open
doors for him.

Walking down the hallway in an orderly, single-file line with his classmates, Devon's
robot attends music class, assemblies, and visits the library. It also goes out for a recess and
joins the other students in the cafeteria. No matter how useful the robot is, it still can’t do
physical exercises so it doesn’t attend gym classes.

In the classroom, Devon's robot has an assigned seating area, where it sits with
several other students. If Devon knows the answer to one of the teacher's questions, he has
a way of raising his hand. "From my computer, | activate a red light," explains Devon, who
then waits to be called on by his teacher.

Even with a robot assistant, life isn't all fun and games! Just like the other kids in his
class, Devon and his robot are assigned classroom chores, such as taking the attendance
paper to the officer or leading the Pledge of Allegiance in the morning.

"I am so happy that | am able to attend school in this way, and | am making lots of
friends," Devon says. "l love school, and having the robot help me is really awesome!"

HAIRSTYLES IN HISTORY

Hair is great for keeping your head warm. But why stop there? It can be a work of art too!
Here's a peek at some of history's great moments in hairstyling.

In the time of the pyramids, Egyptians wore their hair oiled and braided — or not at all.
Wealthy people often had several fancy wigs made of human or animal hair, sometimes in
bright colours. Putting on a wig was much easier than sitting still for an elaborate hairdo. And
being able to take off your hair is a handy way to stay cool and avoid head lice. Some men
even wore beard wigs. Like the Egyptians, wealthy Roman women liked complicated hairdos
with lots of curls and braids, and often wore wigs. Hairdressers displayed small clay heads
with different hairstyles for patrons to choose from. One Roman lady had a statue of herself
made with a removable stone wig. That way the statue could always wear the latest
fashionable hairstyle!

During the Middle Ages, people didn't wash their hair very often, so they mostly kept it tightly
braided and covered up. Big foreheads were considered beautiful, so women sometimes
shaved the front part of their hair off. This unusual habit was common in ancient Greece.
Changing your hair colour is easy with a wig — and pink, green, blue, and purple wigs were
popular in both ancient Egypt and Rome. In Venice in the 1500s, fashionable women plastered
their hair with henna to make it redder. To go blonde, they soaked their hair in lemon juice,
pee, or lye, a harsh and smelly chemical used in soap, and sat in the sun all day.

Hairstyles sometimes showed a person's rank or job. Japanese men of the Samurai class
traditionally shaved the tops of their heads and wore their long hair bent at the back of their
head. No one else was allowed to wear their hair this way. When the northern Manchus
conquered China in the 1600s, the new emperor decreed that all Chinese men had to wear
their hair in the Manchu style, shaved in front with a long braid in the back, called a queue.
This remained the standard hairstyle for men until the Manchu dynasty ended in 1911.

In the 1600s and early 1700s, the French kings started a fashion for men to wear enormous
curly wigs. These were made of human or animal hair and came in all sorts of colours.
Underneath the wigs men cut their hair very short or shaved their heads completely to
prevent lice. Women during this time liked big wigs too. Some of these were extremely large
and fanciful and included all sorts of decorations — even model ships! In England, lawyers
and judges today still wear a style popular in the 1700s. Even female lawyers wear them!
These wigs have become a professional uniform for lawyers.

The biggest and most colourful hairdo of modern times is probably the punk mohawk, shaved
on the sides with a tall crest of hair sticking straight up down the middle. This style is meant
to imitate American Indian warriors — though it is actually borrowed from the Pawnee, not the
Mohawk.

MAHATMA GANDHI

Gandhi was born in 1869, when the British ruled India. He (0)  studied  (study) law in

London. During the First World War, Gandhi worked in South Africa (1)

In 1924 there was
violence between Hindus and Muslims. Gandhi fasted in protest and said: “I will eat again
when there is peace.”
