ZELENO OBMOCJE

Ucenci, katerih skupni dosezki pri angles¢ini doloc¢ajo mejo spodnje Cetrtine dosezZkov, so v povprecju uspesno resili
te postavke: A2.3,A25,B.1.1,C26.

A) SLUSNO RAZUMEVANJE

2. naloga: PREHISTORIC CROCK

Opis naloge: Pri 2. nalogi slusnega razumevanja so ucenci poslusali zgodbo profesorja Phillipa Taqueta o
prazgodovinskih krokodilih. Med poslusanjem so morali pri vsaki izmed Sestih testnih postavk obkroZiti ¢rko pred
pravilnim odgovorom. Vsaka postavka je imela stiri izbire. Predvidevamo, da je bila tema za u¢ence zanimiva, da je
bila blizu njihovim zanimanjem in da jih je pri poslusanju motivirala. Vnosno bralno besedilo je bilo relativho
preprosto in posamezne izbire so bile ve¢inoma kratke, da ne bi u¢ence obremenjevale z branjem.

V zeleno obmogje sta se uvrstili dve postavki, 3. in 5., ki u¢encem nista predstavljali vecjih tezav, saj so uspesno
povezali glagol protect s sopomenko keep safe, medtem ko jih besedna zveza out of the sand ni zavedla. Beseda
plaster je bila v besedilu omenjena dvakrat, kar je olajsalo resevanje.

Pri 5. testni postavki so u¢enci morali razbrati, da je prazgodovinski krokodil Zivel v rekah. Za uspesno resevanje te
postavke so morali razumeti besedo freshwater in jo povezati z rekami.

B) BRALNO RAZUMEVANJE

1. naloga: WELCOME TO JAPAN

Opis naloge: Naloga opisuje Zivljenje in navade ljudi na Japonskem. Uspesno so jo resili tisti uc¢enci, ki so znali
izlus¢iti glavno misel besedila, razumeli nekatere podatke in prepoznali nekatere okolis¢ine v besedilu. Naloga je
zahtevala kratke odgovore z najvec pet besedami na dana vprasanja, vezana na besedilo. Pravilni so bili tudi
odgovori, ki so bili zapisani s pravopisnimi in slovni¢nimi napakami, ki niso vplivale na razumevanje, oziroma so bili
dolgi do pet besed in vsebinsko ustrezni.

V zeleno obmogje spada 1. testna postavka, ki je preverjala specifi¢cno informacijo iz besedila z vprasalnico what
(What can the Japanese spend money on in the temple?), ki je ena od prvih vprasalnic, s katerimi se u¢enci spoznajo
pri u¢enju anglescine, zato je vecina to postavko tudi uspesno resila. Za uspesno resevanje te postavke so morali
ucenci pozorno prebrati vprasanje in razumeti besedno zvezo spend money on ter iz besedila razbrati, da Japonci
porabijo denar za lucky charms.

C) RABA JEZIKA

2. naloga: TAYLOR SWIFT

Opis naloge: Besedilo pripoveduje o ameriski glasbenici Taylor Swift. Ucenci so morali v besedilu dopolniti vrzeli z
Ze zapisano prvo ¢rko. Besede so morale biti zapisane pravilno. V pomo¢ jim je bilo Stevilo ¢rtic (¢rk) v iskani
besedi.

V zeleno obmogje spada 6. testna postavka. Za uspesno resevanje te postavke so ucenci imeli na voljo kar dve
besedi z dobro znanimi kolokacijami in asociacijami na pravilni odgovor money: donate (money) in earn (money),
zato jim odgovor ni predstavljal vegjih tezav.



V to obmocje spadajo ucencdi, katerih skupni dosezki pri anglescini doloc¢ajo mejo med polovicama dosezkov (50
kvantil) in so poleg nalog iz zelenega obmocja v povprecju uspesno resili $e te naloge in testne postavke:

A) SLUSNO RAZUMEVANJE

1. naloga: DID SHE SEE IT OR DID SHE NOT?

Opis naloge: Pri 1. nalogi slusnega razumevanja so ucenci posludali pogovor novinarja z gospo Kershaw o
nenavadnem srecanju, ki ga je doZivela. Pred poslusanjem so ucenci prebrali kratek povzetek slusnega besedila, v
katerem so manjkale klju¢ne besede. V vrzeli so med poslusanjem vstavili ustrezne besede iz danega nabora, kjer
je bilo Sest besed odvec.

Glavni cilj naloge je bil poslusanje daljsega besedila in razumevanje klju¢nih informacij vnosnega besedila. Vnosno
bralno besedila je bilo preprosto, tako da lahko predpostavimo, da je bil vpliv bralnega razumevanja na slusno
razumevanje relativno nizek. Zato lahko z veliko verjetnostjo trdimo, da je bila 1. naloga veljavna, da je torej
preverjala slusno razumevanje vnosnega besedila v anglescini.

V rumeno obmocje so se pri 1. nalogi sluSnega razumevanja uvrstile testne postavke: 1, 3, 5 in 6. Pri 1. testni
postavki so morali u¢enci izbrati besedo curious. To jim je uspelo, Ce so Se prav posebej razumeli te dele vnosnega
besedila: It came flying over the fields, just over there, and landed behind those trees. | started wondering what was
going on. So | went to have a look. Vnosna beseda curious je imela v naboru besed distraktor frightened in le tisti
uc¢enci, ki so prepoznali, da gre za radovednost in ne za prestrasenost, so to testno postavko pravilno resili. Prav
tako so morali natan¢no poslusati in biti zmozni uporabiti ton govorke, ki nikakor ni zvenela prestraseno.

V rumeno obmodje se je uvrstila tudi 3. testna postavka, ki je preverjala, kaksen je bil neznani letec¢i predmet. Ce so
ucenci razumeli besedilo: ... What colour ... Purple. No, no, red, not purple, and then sometimes pink. Yes, red and pink.
Going wooom-ah. ..., so lahko pravilno izbrali dano besedo colourful. Kot distraktor je bila v naboru besed
colourless, ki so jo izbrali tisti u¢enci, ki niso razumeli, da je bil neznani lete¢i predmet vec¢barven in nikakor ne
brezbarven.

5. testna postavka je preverjala razumevanje, koga je Zelel srecati robot, ki se je pripeljal iz neznanega leteCega
predmeta. Ustrezna beseda iz nabora je bila chief, katero je vstavil tisti u¢enec, ki je razumel ta del besedila: ... It
said: 'Woman, take me to your leader." again. | mean who's my leader? And | said 'l don't know who you're referring to.
"My leader.” | haven't got one.” ... Ce je ucenec vstavil besedo woman, ki je kot samostalnik sicer bila mozna in tudi
skladenjsko povsem pravilna, ni pokazal razumevanja pomena tega dela besedila. Klju¢na pri ugotavljanju pravilne
reditve je bila beseda leader, ki naj bi jo u¢enci v 9. razredu aktivno znali uporabljati.

Tudi zadnja, 6. testna postavka se je uvrstila v ta nabor, in sicer so jo uspeli resiti tisti ucenci, ki so razumeli, da je
gospa Kershaw na mestu, kjer je pristal neznani lete¢i predmet, naslednji dan odkrila novo rastlino. Ce so ucenci
nenatancno poslusali, so lahko zapisali distraktor hole namesto pravilne resitve plant, saj so najprej slisali besedo
hole ... Well, | went back the next day. One would expect to find a hole in the ground, just where the frying pan had
landed. But there was a lovely tree. There was only one funny thing about it. Its branches were pink. ...

2. naloga: PREHISTORIC CROCK

Pri tej nalogi sta se v rumeno obmodje uvrstili dve testni postavki, in sicer 1.in 2. Prva testna postavka je preverjala
ucencevo slusno razumevanje, zakaj je profesor Taquet potoval v Afriko leta 1965. Da bi to testno postavko
pravilno resili, so morali razumeti del vnosnega besedila: ... the Museum sent me to Niger in Africa to determine the
age of fossils that'd been found by engineers who were looking for uranium ... Se posebej so morali natanéno poslugati
v zvezi z uranovo rudo, da bi lahko izlo¢ili distraktor pod ¢rko A (to look for an important metal), ki je sicer vseboval
besedo metal, vendar v druga¢nem pomenui.

2. testna postavka je preverjala, ali so ucenci razumeli, kakina je bila preucevana pokrajina pred milijoni let. V
vnosnem besedilu niso slisali enakih besed, kot so bile dane v posameznih izbirah, temvec¢ so morali pokazati
zmoznost iskanja sopomenk in sklepanja iz sobesedila: ... At that time, this was an area of eternal summer, covered in
vegetation and with a large river running through it where the huge fish, turtles, dinosaurs and crocodiles lived. ...

B) BRALNO RAZUMEVANJE

1. naloga: WELCOME TO JAPAN
V rumeno obmocje spadajo testne postavke 2, 3, 5in 6.

2. testna postavka je od ucencev zahtevala razumevanje sobesedila in odgovor na vprasanje Why is April chosen to
celebrate cherry trees? ... because of the beautiful blossoms.

Testna postavka 3 (How do towels stay dry while Japanese are taking a bath?) je od ucencev zahtevala razumevanje vzroka
in posledice. U¢enci so morali razbrati odgovor iz povedi ... They keep their towel on their head so it doesn't get wet.



Da bi uspedno napisali odgovor pri testni postavki 5 (What is the short form of costume and role play?) in testni
postavki 6 (How do you operate the washlets?), so morali u¢enci razumeti malo dalj3e, bolj kompleksno besedilo in
iz njega izludCiti podatek ... cosplay oz. with buttons.

2. naloga: GOLD MEDAL MIND

Opis naloge: Naloga vsebuje odstavke o Sportu in opisuje napore, ki jih morajo Sportniki vloZiti v svoj uspeh.
Ucenci so morali besedilo odstavkov povezati z njihovimi povzetki. Dva povzetka sta bila odvec. Uspesno so jih
resili tisti ucenci, ki so izluscili glavno misel v besedilu, prepoznali nekatere podrobnosti in razbrali pomen
nekaterih besed in besednih zvez iz sobesedila.

V rumeno obmodje spadajo postavke 2, 3, 5 in 7. Pri vseh je bilo treba ugotoviti, kateri povzetki najbolje opisujejo
besedila v omenjenih testnih postavkah.

Pri 2. testni postavki so morali u¢enci povezati povzetek Concentrating on one thing at a time z odstavkom oz.
besedilom ... when we try and do multiple things ... but at the level of the Olympics you have to be completely focused
on your performance ...

Pri 3. testni postavki so morali povezati povzetek Stress can be a good thing z informacijami v besedilu ... under
pressure ... "fight or flight" mechanism ... sporting excellence ... great news ...

Pri 5. testni postavki so morali povzetek Negative emotions prevent success povezati z odstavkom, ki vsebuje
besedilo ... everything crumbles ... you have no skill ... your're choking ...

Pri 7. testni postavki so morali povzetek Fuel for your body povezati z odstavkom oz. informacijami v besedilu ... all
athletes pay a lot of attention to what they eat ... food really counts ...good-quality ingredients ...

C) RABA JEZIKA

1. naloga: BROWN BEARS

Opis naloge: Naloga je kratko besedilo o medvedih. U¢enci so morali dopolniti vrzeli z manjkajocimi ustreznimi
besednimi vrstami (pridevnik, glagol, zaimek, ¢len, predlog). Za pravilno resitev so morali razumeti SirSe besedilo in
sklepati iz sobesedila. Odgovor je moral biti zapisan pravopisno pravilno.

V rumeno obmogje spadajo testne postavke 1, 2, 3,4 in 5.

1. testna postavka je preverjala znanje stopnjevanja pridevnikov. U¢enci so morali iz sobesedila prepoznati, da gre
za najvecjo skupino medvedov. Pridevnik large v oklepaju so tako morali postaviti v preseznik largest. V pomoc jim
je bil ze vpisan dolocni ¢len.

2. testna postavka je preverjala uporabo trpnika. Ucenci so morali iz sobesedila prepoznati, da se they nanasa na
medvede, ki so zasciteni, in glagol protect v oklepaju postaviti v trpni nacin are protected. Postavko je uspesno
redilo veliko Stevilo ucencev, Ceprav gre za uporabo slovni¢ne strukture, ki se v slovenscini uporablja redko, pri
tujem jeziku pa se ucenci z njo seznanijo relativno pozno. U¢enci so morali glagol pravilno postaviti v mnozinsko
obliko in sedaniji ¢as.

3. testna postavka je preverjala poznavanje besedne zveze keep an eye ali keep one's eye on sb / sth. Poleg
nedolo¢nega ¢lena an sta bili pravilni tudi resitvi your ali our.

Pri 4. testni postavki so morali u¢enci izraziti povezanost med deloma there are people in there is food. Kot pravilne
smo upostevali odgovore: where, wherever, anywhere, if, when in whenever.

5. testna postavka je preverjala poznavanje besedne zveze to be scared of sb / sth. U¢enci so morali vstaviti of,
pravilna resitev pa je bila tudi around.

2. naloga: TAYLOR SWIFT

V rumeno obmocje spada 5. testna postavka, ki je preverjala poznavanje besede listen in njen pravilen zapis.
Beseda listen je sicer preprosta, vendar jo je bilo potrebno uporabiti v precej kompleksno sestavljeni povedi in
sobesedilu, kar je otezilo zahtevnost testne postavke.

D) PISNO SPOROCANJE

SHOPPING HABITS

Opis naloge: Pri nalogi pisnega sporoc¢anja so morali u¢enci s pomocjo izto¢nic napisati kratko razmisljanje o
nakupovanju. Predstavili so nakupovalne navade mladih, navedli prednosti in slabosti nakupovanja v vecjih
nakupovalnih centrih, opisali stvar, ki so jo po nepotrebnem kupili, ter pojasnili, kaj so s to stvarjo naredili.

V rumeno obmodje spadata kriterija vsebina in zgradba besedila. Vecina ucencev je sledila navodilom in v svoje
razmidljanje ustrezno vkljucila podatke, ki so jih zahtevale izto¢nice. U¢enci so tudi pokazali, da znajo besedilo
smiselno strukturirati in povezati. Hkrati je bilo besedilo koherentno in razumljivo (kljub slovni¢nim oziroma

pravopisnim napakam).



RDECE OBMOCJE

Ucenci, katerih skupni dosezki pri anglescini dolocajo mejo zgornje Cetrtine dosezkov, so poleg nalog iz zelenega in
rumenega obmodja uspesno resili Se te naloge in postavke:

A) SLUSNO RAZUMEVANJE

1. naloga: DID SHE SEE IT OR DID SHE NOT?

V rdece obmocgje se je pri 1. nalogi sluSnega razumevanja uvrstila 2. testna postavka, ki je preverjala, kdaj je gospa
Kershaw srecala neznani leteci predmet. Predvsem so u¢enci morali razlikovati med zgodnjim in poznim vecerom.
Naslednji del vnosnega besedila je bil klju¢en za pravilno razumevanje: ... It was about seven o'clock in the evening.
So it was just getting dark. ... But there was enough light to see ...?7 ... Oh yes. So | went over to where it had landed to
have a look. ...

Zakaj se je postavka uvrstila v rdece obmocje, je tezko popolnoma pravilno domnevati. Razlogi so morda v hitrosti
govora, ki je u€enci, ki so izpostavljeni zgolj u¢beniskim slusnim besedilom, niso vajeni in zato tezko ujamejo
posamezne podrobnosti v besedilu oziroma klju¢ne informacije. Morda niso razvili zmoznosti sklepanja iz
sobesedila pri slusni spretnosti. Lahko pa so bili samo nenatan¢ni in premalo pozorni pri poslusanju in vstavljanju
besed.

2. naloga: PREHISTORIC CROCK

Pri slusnem razumevanju se je v rdec¢e obmocje uvrstila 4. testna postavka. Ucenci so morali ugotoviti, s kom je
profesor Taquet prouceval krokodilovo lobanjo. Pravilen odgovor je bila izbira B, to je ... another scientist. Vnosno
slusno besedilo je obsegalo ... We took the 150kg skull out of the sand. It was very fragile so | had to put it in plaster to
protect it. | prepared the plaster with some drinking water from the camp. Then the bones were sent by plane to Paris.
When | got back, | began a long and delicate job in the museum laboratory. A colleague who specialised in crocodiles
helped me. ... Za razumevanje tega dela besedila je moral u¢enec slediti govoru o lobaniji in Sele po nekaj povedih
je bila dana klju¢na informacija o tem, kdo je poleg profesorja Taqueta Se sodeloval pri raziskovanju lobanje.

B) BRALNO RAZUMEVANJE

2. naloga: GOLD MEDAL MIND
Sem spadajo testne postavke 1,4 in 6.

Povzetek za testno postavko 1 je Motivation keeps you going. Ucenci, ki so to postavko uspesno resili, so morali v
besedilu razumeti The difference between being a winner or not is in wanting to train really hard, to perform a task
really well.

Pravilno reSena postavka 4, The power of imagination, je zahtevala razumevanje besedila Sit back and picture
yourself running the 400m. ... see the track. .., ... feel.... Ti izrazi implicirajo pomen besede imagination — predstave
o poti do cilja in uspeha.

Testna postavka 6 govori o pomembnosti zgodnjega odkrivanja in zdravljenja poskodb $portnikov. U¢enci so
morali v besedilu prepoznati in razumeti besede ... injury free ..., recognize that you are hurt. Hesitating to get
medical advice might turn a relatively minor problem into a major one. Pravilen povzetek pri tej postavki je The
importance of early treatment.

C) RABA JEZIKA

1. naloga: BROWN BEARS

V rdece obmodje spada testna postavka 6.V povedi When this (happen), ... so u¢enci morali glagol
happen postaviti v ustrezen slovni¢ni ¢as in ga pravopisno pravilno zapisati. Predvidevamo, da so bili u¢enci manj
uspesni pri resevanju te postavke, ker gre za kompleksnejso slovni¢no strukturo (Casovni odvisnik).

2.naloga: TAYLOR SWIFT
V rdee obmodje so se uvrstile testne postavke 1,2 in 4.

V 1. postavki so ucenci v vrzel morali vpisati resitev sign ali show. Za pravilno reSeno postavko so morali v
sobesedilu razumeti pomen besed publishing contract in jo pravilno zapisati.

V2. postavki so morali zapisati besedo called. To postavko so uspesno resili u¢enci, ki so iz sobesedila razbrali, da je
pevka izdala glasbeni album, ki se je imenoval Taylor Swift.

V 4. postavki je bila reditev glagol sell (prodati). U¢enci so morali razumeti povezavo med velikim uspehom,
omenjenim na zacetku povedi, in milijoni prodanih albumov.

Predvidevamo, da pri resevanju teh postavk niso bili uspesni zaradi kompleksnosti sobesedila oziroma zaradi
tezavnosti zapisa.



D) PISNO SPOROCANJE

SHOPPING HABITS

V rde¢e obmocje spadata kriterija besedisce in slovnica, kar lahko kaze na primanjkljaj na podrocju usvojenega
besedis¢a oziroma neustrezno znanje pravilnega zapisa posameznih besed. Prav tako se kaze primanjkljaj na
podrocju slovnice, ¢eprav je naloga zahtevala preproste slovni¢ne strukture, kot je raba navadnega sedanjika in
preteklika pri 1. in 3. iztocnici. Pri 2. iztoc¢nici je bilo pri¢akovano pokazati poznavanje rabe stopnjevanja pridevnika,
¢emur so se ucenci izognili z opisovanjem prednosti in slabosti ve¢jega nakupovalnega centra, namesto s
primerjanjem.

MODRO OBMOCJE

Ucenci, katerih skupni dosezki pri anglescini dolo¢ajo zgornjo desetino dosezkov, so poleg nalog iz zelenega,
rumenega in rde¢ega obmocja v povprecju uspesno resili Se te naloge/postavke:

A) SLUSNO RAZUMEVANJE

1. naloga: DID SHE SEE IT OR DID SHE NOT?

V modro obmocje spada 4. testna postavka. Ucenci so morali pri posludanju zaznati, da se je bitje iz vesolja
spustilo iz vesoljskega plovila po kolesih, in to povezati z glagolom drive. Vecina je preslisala, na kakSen nacin je
bitje prislo do Zenske, in vstavila glagol walk.

2. naloga: PREHISTORIC CROCK

V modro obmocje spada 6. testna postavka. V tem delu je besedilo zahtevno, saj navrze kup podatkov. Testna
postavka sprasuje po hrani, ki jo je najraje jedel predstavljeni superkrokodil. Potrebno je zelo natan¢no poslusanje
daljse povedi in povezovanje podatkov: ... | brought back more than 40 tonnes of fossils from Tenere. Among these
was a plant-eating dinsaur, the animal that was a favourite meal of the prehistoric crocodile.

B) BRALNO RAZUMEVANJE

1. naloga: WELCOME TO JAPAN

V modro obmodje spada testna postavka 4. Ucenci so morali iz povedi The trains come to the station every six
minutes and are rarely late. izlus¢iti odgovor na vprasanje, kolikokrat japonski viaki zamujajo. Ugotavljamo, da so
imeli uCenci najverjetneje teZave s prepoznavanjem besede rarely v vnosnem besedilu in besede delayed v
vprasanju, zato je bila postavka neresljiva za vec¢ino ucencev. Predvidevamo, da jih je zavedla prehitra povezava
med vprasalnico How often in delom besedila every six minutes.

C) RABA JEZIKA

2. naloga: TAYLOR SWIFT
V modro obmocje spada postavka 3, ki zahteva besedo unusual. Glede na poved samo, je bilo besedo, ki je
manjkala, teZje prepoznati. Predvidevamo, da so nalogo dobro resevali tisti u¢enci, ki so dobri bralci.

SKLEP

Porazdelitev dosezkov kaZze, da sta bili slusni nalogi dobro strukturirani, saj so dosezki porazdeljeni v vsa Stiri
obmo¢ja, polovica postavk pa je v rumenem. Povprec¢no in nadpovprecno uspesni ucenci so slusni nalogi
uspesno resevali, kar pa ne velja za ucence, katerih dosezki so pod povprec¢jem. K uspesnemu resevanju slusnih
nalog je verjetno dolo¢enim u¢encem pripomogla tudi izpostavljenost anglescini zunaj Solskega prostora.

Testne postavke bralnega razumevanja so sicer razprsene med vsa Stiri obmocja, prevliaduje pa rumeno.
Ugotavljamo, da imajo povpre¢no in nadpovprecno uspesni ucenci ustrezno razvite bralne strategije in Sirok
nabor besedis¢a, zato jih zahtevnejSe besedilo ne odvrne od branja in zmorejo prepoznati pomen neznanih
besed iz sobesedila.

Rabo jezika smo preverjali v sobesedilu, kar je v skladu s teorijo komunikacijskega pristopa tujejezikovnega
poucevanja. Povpre¢no uspesni ucenci so pokazali ustrezno raven znanja pri nalogi, ki je preverjala rabo
slovni¢nih struktur. Nekoliko slab3e so resevali nalogo rabe besedisca, pri kateri so bili uspesni ucenci z vigjimi
dosezki. Pri pouku jezika je treba razvijati tudi besedisce v sobesedilu s pomocjo osmisljenih in avtenti¢nih nalog,
ne pa izolirano.

Pri tvorbni nalogi pisnega sporocanja ugotavljamo, da so uc¢enci dokaj uspesni pri kriteriju vsebina in zgradba, kar
kaze, da so zmozni napisati besedilo po izto¢nicah na temo, ki jim je blizu (nakupovanje), in oblikovati koherentno
besedilo v povedih. U¢enci imajo tezave pri pravilnem zapisu posameznih besed in rabi slovni¢nih struktur. Pri



pouku jezika je treba pisno sporocanje razvijati postopoma in sistemati¢no.

Vse naloge so bile tudi v tem nacionalnem preizkusu nac¢rtno notranje diferencirane in praviloma zajemajo
postavke, ki padejo v razlicna obmocja. Uciteljem in u¢encem naj rezultati nalog in posameznih testnih postavk
sluZijo za analizo lastnega znanja in zmoznosti, ki so jih dosegli. Samo vnaprej pripravljeni strukturirani intervjuji z
ucenci bi nam lahko pokazali, zakaj so nekateri izbrali pravilno resitev, drugi pa ne. Naknadna sekundarna analiza

bo tudi pokazala, kaksna je bila vioga posameznih distraktorjev pri posamezni testni postavki.

Poslusanje in branje angleskih besedil doma in v $oli lahko bistveno izboljsa stopnjo in dolZino koncentracije,
poucevanje strategij slusnega in bralnega razumevanja pa opolnomoci u¢ence za to, da bodo brez velikih tezav
povzemali, poiskali glavne misli in jih besedilo, ki vsebuje nekaj zanje novih, nepoznanih besed, ne bo odvrnilo od
nadaljnjega poslusanja oziroma branja.

GOLD MEDAL MIND

0. Imagine yourself on the starting block of the Olympic 100m final. You stare down
the track imagining yourself first across the finish line, mentally rehearsing each
move that will take you there. Your heart is beating fast and hard. That’s good;
your body is ready. Focusing intently on your breathing, you feel no fear. You've
worked your whole life for this moment. It's your one shot at the Gold. The whole
world disappears; there is just you and the track. On your marks, get set ... Go!

1. Pushing your body to the limit every day is not easy. But that’s precisely the kind of
sacrifice that gold medal athletes have to make if they want to train and compete in
the Olympic games. It's not enough simply to want to win, because pretty much
everyone wants that. The difference between being a winner or not is in wanting to
train really hard, to perform a task really well. Winners set themselves goals which
act like a road map that they follow.

2. Archery is a tricky Olympic sport. Imagine trying to hit a target the size of a
postage stamp from more than 200 feet away, with the wind blowing. Now imagine
trying to do it while someone in the crowd keeps sneezing, as you’re about to
release the arrow. When we try and do multiple things at once, we operate a little
less well at each of them. In most of our lives distraction doesn’t get us into
trouble, but at the level of the Olympics you have to be completely focused on your
performance if you want to win.

3. If you are under pressure, you feel threatened. This activates your “fight or flight”
mechanism and this increases our heart rate, heightens our awareness, and
generally puts us on high alert. In terms of sporting excellence, that’s great news —
we need to be on high alert in order to perform at our best.

4, Sit back and picture yourself running the 400m. See the track around you, feel the
way your legs ache as you push off the ground, turning them over as you step up
the pace for the finish line. Feel your lungs start to burn in the home straight. Try to
think about every detail of that race from start to finish. Believe it or not, you just
got better at running.

5. We’'ve all been there. That moment when your entire game — everything you've
practised and mastered — just crumbles before you. You have no skill, no
coordination, and no idea how to get it back. You’re choking! Usually this occurs at
a big moment too, when everyone’s watching and you need to be at your best.
That’'s because the greater the pressure, the more anxiety and unusual thoughts
about failure you're likely to feel.




Athletes need to be injury free to properly train and push themselves to their
potential. It is important to recognize that you are hurt. Hesitating to get medical
advice might turn a relatively minor problem into a major one. If you ignore it, your
sports career might end too soon.

How do you concentrate on your meals when all you think about is winning gold?
However, all athletes pay a lot of attention to what they eat. When it comes to peak
performance, food really counts. If you put good-quality ingredients in, you'll have
better results.
