Dame Helena Morrissey

Presenter: My castaway this week is Dame Helena Morrissey, one of the city of London’s leading
lights. She’s globally renowned as a leader and change maker. As a CEOQ, she oversaw a 30-
billion-pound increase at her investment management company while building a reputation as
someone who worked differently. One of her first decisions was to offer everyone working there a
four-day week. Later, she founded the 30% Club, which recently achieved its titular target, boosting
the representation of women on UK boards. Alongside her career and campaigning, her aptitude
for figures comes in handy at home. She recently calculated that her family had gone through at
least 148 birthday cakes since the eldest of her nine children was born. She says: “If anyone had
said to me when | was a shy and gawky teenager that one day | would have nine children and be
the chief executive of an investment company and work on initiatives to drive gender equality, |
would have laughed nervously.” Dame Helena Morrissey, welcome to Desert Island Discs.

Helena Morrissey: Thank you, Lauren. Thank you for having me.

Presenter: It's a pleasure. So you've written that leaders today need to earn the right to lead, to
inspire, not to force. You're regarded as one of the world’s top leaders. What is the key to inspiring
people?

Helena Morrissey: Well, | think, starting with listening and understanding what’s important to them and
understand that lots of us have aspirations. We want to achieve whatever we can in life. But | think,
you know, inspiring people to, sounds cheesy, be the best version of themselves requires first of all
understanding what that is. And | love the fact that nowadays leadership is not just about telling
people what to do. It’s not just about commanding and controlling, but it is really understanding
what will make them the best version.

Presenter: | mean, that’s even more difficult in extreme circumstances, isn’t it? And at the moment,
there are challenges for leaders all across the board in every line of work. The coronavirus crisis at
the moment, you know, we’re speaking on the 11t of March, there’s the Brexit negotiations, the
impact of climate change on our communities. What qualities do you think leaders need now?

Helena Morrissey: Well, | think they need empathy, and | think they need to understand that if
everybody is anxious, then they’re going to need reassurance, even if sometimes that means being
honest and saying, actually, we don’t have a crystal ball, we don’t know exactly what will happen.
But actually, we can all take one step in front of the other, we can get there, and | think sometimes
just reassuring people by being there, by being available for talking to them and not just assuming
that because you put out some massive email to everybody in the company that they understand
that everything is being looked after. People need the human touch.

Presenter: | know that the tag “superwomen” is often applied to you. Do you think “superwomen” are
made or born?

Helena Morrissey: | realise as | look back, and you don’t necessarily | choose to be the way you are,
but | recognise |, I've always been quite driven, just sort of wanted to achieve things. | mean, | was
this manic Brownie when | was, you know, seven, eight, nine. And | wanted to break the record for
the most badges. | mean, now I, | sort of half laugh, half cry at that thought. But at the time | really
enjoyed doing that. But | think people can do a lot more than they imagine they can do sometimes.
We can stretch more. And sometimes just again, in my own life, | haven’t sort of had nine children
all in one go. You know, I've had single pregnancies and everything in my career has been, |
suppose, almost like living every day in a certain way. And then it gradually builds. And | try to
encourage more people to do that.

Presenter: It's time to dive into your music. Helena, what'’s the first disc you’ve chosen for us?

Helena Morrissey: I've chosen George Harrison’s My Sweet Lord. This is a song that | love. And for
me, when it's played, | just immediately picture my entire family...

Steve Haake

Presenter: Steve has turned his hand to the engineering behind most sports. He’s now professor of
sports engineering at Sheffield Hallam University. Now, then Steve, this summer, we all hope to
have been enjoying the Tokyo Olympics and you would have been in Tokyo, but not at the
Olympics. Rather at the international conference on the engineering of sport that would have taken
place before it.

Steve Haake: Yes, | set up this conference a few years ago and we always tried to have it in the
country where the Olympics was going to happen before the Olympics was about to go, because
you can never organise things at the same time, and of course, it was supposed to be in Tokyo, it
was going to be great, we’d have got a tour of the facilities, we’d have got a bit of that atmosphere,
that build up to the Olympic Games. And, of course, when Covid happened and the world went into
lockdown, we couldn’t go. The conference was cancelled. But being a load of technologists, they
said: “Right, okay, let’s do it virtually.” And you know what? It was an absolute success because
we’d normally get about 300 delegates, something like that. And this time we had 1800 delegates
online.

Presenter: And presumably, you discussed the latest innovations and technologies that are sort of
helping those who are probably taking part in that Olympics get better and faster and so on.

Steve Haake: Yeah, absolutely. So there’s ... aerodynamics is always really popular because, you
know, aerodynamics is about bikes and it's about footballs and tennis balls and golf balls. And so
it's generally about the technology of sport rather than the physiology of the athlete.

Presenter: There are still those who claim that this increasing reliance of sport on new technologies is
tantamount to, | think, what you call technological doping. We all know that technology makes a
huge difference to sporting ability. But doesn’t this sometimes amount to cheating in a way?

Steve Haake: Well, it is interesting. The concept of cheating comes up in virtually every lecture | ever
give. You know, that’s the first question that comes round. And sometimes it’s really, really obvious.
So, for instance, the cyclist that put in a motor in the down tube of her cross-country bike and
suddenly was winning tournaments, but then they found out that her wheels were still going round
when she stopped pedalling so and so, you know, that is absolutely against the rules. And that’s a
very, very clearly cheating. But then you’ve got things like, well, you know, swimsuits or a new
design of football or some tweak on a bike helmet, for instance. And if the rules aren’t very clear
and the rules say you can do it, then it's not cheating. And what it means is that that particular
sport, let’s take cycling, for instance — cycling is a sport where it's the best athletes on the best bike
that wins. That is the definition of the sport. | mean, Formula One takes it to its logical conclusion,
where it's the team with the best cars, with the best driver that wins. So what we do is we look at
the rules, and we did this a few years ago where we did a review for UK sport, where we looked at
all Olympic sports and we had this red-amber-green approach, where we go, well, okay, red means
you can’t do anything, amber means there’s a bit of latitude, and green means where, hey, there’s
something there that we might be able to do with technology — technology is allowed. And you
know what? There was an awful lot of amber and green. There were some things absolutely red,
you know, in sailing the boat’s the boat and that’s it. But other things like coaching technologies or
mobile technologies, et cetera, which were just coming in, which are absolutely allowed...
