Presenter: My castaway this week is the model Kate Moss. In the beginning, fashion made her
famous, but the stiletto was soon on the other foot. In an industry known for its constantly changing
tastes, her longevity over 30 years in the business to date is a testament to her ability and
willingness to adapt.

And then as soon as the camera starts clicking, | find myself in character and once the first picture
is done, that’s when | feel | know who | am in that story, in that puzzle. Because I’'m actually really
shy in front of the camera; | don’t like having my picture taken when it's not at work.

Kate Moss: | don't like having selfies or snapshots. | find it difficult to be myself in front of the camera. |
find it much easier to be somebody else.

Presenter: Were you conscious of the way you looked as a kid? Was that something that you thought
about? Did somebody remark on it?

Kate Moss: No, definitely not. | mean, when | said to my mum that I'd met a model agent that wanted
me to go to London, she was like, “Hm, | don’t think you’re very photogenic.” And | was like, “No,
neither do I.” And she was like and | said, you know, “But | might as well try.”

Dr Waheed Arian

Presenter: My castaway this week is the radiologist and humanitarian Dr Waheed Arian. He's a
pioneer in telemedicine, where volunteer medics around the world use everyday mobile phone
technology to advise doctors working on the ground thousands of miles away. It saved many lives
in war zones and remote communities in countries including Syria, Uganda and Afghanistan, where
Waheed was born. He founded the charity Arian Teleheal in 2015 and won a UN Global Hero
Award two years later. All of which is remarkable, though given his backstory, it's nothing short of
miraculous. When he was just five, his family was forced to flee their home in Kabul during the
Soviet Afghan conflict, narrowly escaping the bombing raids that followed them to Pakistan.
Arriving as refugees, they were struck by malaria and malnutrition, and he almost died of
tuberculosis. The doctor who saved his life was impressed by his curiosity and giving him a
stethoscope and a textbook also planted a dream. Six year old Waheed decided that he, too, would
become a doctor. The ambition took him from a refugee camp in Peshawar to Cambridge
University and beyond. He says, “In the UK, the opportunities to achieve my potential and to give
back to my family, my adopted country and my homeland were within my grasp, and | was
determined to seize them with both hands.” Dr Waheed Arian, welcome to Desert Island Discs.

Waheed Arian: Thank you so much for having me. It's such a privilege to be here today.

Presenter: Let’s start with your dream. Actually, you had two dreams growing up, didn’t you? To
become a doctor, but also to live a normal, peaceful family life. And you’ve happily achieved them
both. You live in Chester with your wife, Devina, and your two young children. I’'m imagining that
you never take that normality for granted.

Waheed Arian: Oh, | never take that normality for granted. In a way, | am reliving my childhood, the
lost childhood, through my children now. I’'m managing to go home, sit there, watch my children
play a play that | never had the opportunity. So those are the small things that | don’t take for
granted.

Presenter: You once said, “The straight road doesn’t work for me.” Why not?

Waheed Arian: | think it's my experience going through conflict, through displacement, that making
any decision could be life and death, and sitting around with parents to decide what we have to do
the next day at the age of seven or eight. Even at the age of five, my father said one thing to me
that if anything had happened to him that | would be looking after the family. That’s age five. And,
and from then onwards, | lost my childhood in a way that | became an adult and | had to think on
my feet.

Presenter: Well, Waheed, we’ve got a lot to talk about. We've also got your discs to share. Tell me
about your first.

Waheed Arian: Well, the first disc I'd like to share is “Lose Yourself’ by Eminem. | got introduced to
Eminem when | arrived in the UK, | had no clue about music, western music, and | didn’t know
Eminem.
