An Interview with Jill Heinerth

Presenter: In 2001, Canadian Jill Heinerth did something no other person had ever done before. She
dived inside an iceberg. Jill is an expert diver and an underwater flmmaker. And she had an inkling
that an iceberg would have caves and crevasses to explore. Although no one actually knew that at
the time. But she persuaded National Geographic magazine to fund an exploratory dive of an
iceberg named prosaically as B-15. B-15 was the size of Jamaica and was floating around the
Antarctic. Some of the footage that Jill and her colleagues took is on our Facebook page if you want
to watch along as you listen to her. It was a dramatic and wondrous trip.

Jill Heinerth: National Geographic was blown away when we went in and said, you know, there are
caves inside these icebergs so we’re going to go inside and be the first people to explore these.
And they were like, oh, my God, wow, there’s caves inside of icebergs. And, and we were very
confident. But the truth was that, that until we found them, and until we found something that we
thought was worthy of our, our hypothesis, it was a little nerve-wracking.

Presenter: Talk about nerve-wracking. You must have been nervous. This was an enormous
enterprise you were undertaking that no one had done before. When you were imagining to yourself
what kinds of problems you might encounter, what was on your list?

Jill Heinerth: Well, you know, | mean, there’s never a handbook written for someone who’s doing
something for the first time. And my biggest concern was the fact that we were going to be in water
that was minus one point eight degrees and we were going to be without the ability to come to the
surface if something went wrong.

Presenter: You were going with, you were going diving with two colleagues, weren’t you?
Jill Heinerth: Yes. Yes.
Presenter: And you were all, 'm assuming, extremely accomplished divers.

Jill Heinerth: Yeah. | mean, we all had decades of experience. But interestingly enough, my two
colleagues did not have the cold-water experience that | had. So, this was new to them.
That also made me, you know, kind of nervous. | wanted to be sure that they understood the, you
know, the magnitude of issues that could be presented by that freezing cold water.

Presenter. How did you explain those issues to them?

Jill Heinerth: We wear dry suits in order to stay somewhat comfortable underwater. These suits are
sealed so that only our head should be wet during the dive where most scuba divers would wear a
wetsuit and their entire body would be wet inside that suit. So, | mean, you could imagine that if you
have a flooded dry suit in a scenario like that and you’re under an obligation inside a cave to find
your way out, you could be hypothermic before you reach the surface so that those cold conditions
are really important to consider.

Presenter. So those were the things that you knew you might have to face. Well, what were the things
you knew you didn’t know?

Jill Heinerth: Well, | mean, the cave environment inside an iceberg is something that’s ever changing.
So, the iceberg’s melting, it's cracking, it’s, it's moving as you're diving in it. And so, we didn’t know,
you know, how fragile this ice was and we didn’t know what to expect in terms of currents. | mean,
there’s no timetables available to someone travelling down there.

Presenter: You travel across the Southern Ocean for 12 days to get to your destination and you're
looking for the rather unpoetically named B-15 iceberg.

Jill Heinerth: Yes. But even getting there, | mean, we had to travel through seas up to 20 meters in
height. We had rime ice coating the vessel till it was getting top heavy and we had to go knock the
ice off the vessel with hammers and baseball bats. So even just getting there had its risks.

An interview with Cat Hobaiter

Presenter: Although she is based at the University of St. Andrews in Scotland, she spends a lot of her
time in the forests of Uganda at the Budongo Research Center. There, she’s endlessly fascinated
by the behaviour of great apes. Cat says that you have to adopt the attitude of a moody teenager to
gain the trust of chimpanzees. You sit slouched and try to look bored and the chimps will ignore
you. Act completely disinterested in them, while at the same time watching them closely. Her
particular research area is in understanding not the sounds the apes make, but their gestures.

From her observations, she’s found that they use around 80 different gestures, many of which are
common in the sense that they have the same meaning across different species like chimps and
bonobos. One thing she and her team hope to learn from these studies is how we humans have
evolved spoken language. Cat Hobaiter, welcome to the Life Scientific.

Cat Hobaiter: Thank you very much for having me.
Presenter: Now paint a picture, if you can, of the research centre in the Ugandan rainforest.

Cat Hobaiter: We're incredibly lucky because our research centre is in the middle of the forest. So the
Budongo forest is up in north-western Uganda and it's a secondary forest. So it's quite a dense
forest. You've got a big, thick canopy and then lots of undergrowth and lianas and climbers and
tangle. But right in the centre of it is an open clearing and we’ve got a few little houses there, and
that’s where we’re based.

You think of a rainforest as being peaceful, relaxing, kind of, and it'’s not. It is noisy, it is chaotic,
there is a million things going on. Bird calling, insects crawling, chimps hooting in the distance,
every single direction you look at, or if you close your eyes and just listen. There is so much going
on every single day. It's amazing.

Presenter: Probably quite scary for a lot of people, I'd imagine. It's not everyone’s idea of paradise.
Cat Hobaiter: ...it's not everybody’s cup of tea, no.

Yes, | suppose. | don’t know, | think | just get too distracted by everything. It's just too interesting.

| want to know, well, how does that work and what does that do and who is that and why are they
there? And that keeps me far too busy to be worried about anything dangerous in the forest. | think
the most dangerous thing | do when | go to the field is probably cross the road in the city.

Presenter: And you’'ve worked predominately with chimps. How long does it take for the chimps to get
to know and trust you?

Cat Hobaiter: It does take a while. So I've worked with two groups, mostly. One is the Sonso group
and they’ve been habituated since the early 90s. That means we’ve been doing research with them
for almost 30 years. So they’re very used to random people turning up in their world, in their forest
and just kind of getting on with their own lives.

Presenter: And habituated, that’s the term you use for them getting used to ...
Cat Hobaiter: Absolutely. Yes.
Presenter: ...you humans watching them?

Cat Hobaiter: Yeah. It's the act that ... Our goal is to study their behaviour, their natural behaviour. And
so what we actually want isn’t to have them be our friends or have them accept us. We actually just
want them to ignore us completely. And if we’ve got a really well habituated group, then essentially
they’re just going to go about their daily lives, crack on with it, and we can just watch and collect our
data.

Presenter: But of course, you can’t just turn up and start filming them. That presumably wouldn’t go
down too well.

Cat Hobaiter: Definitely not. | think because chimps are, | mean, they’re, their social world is
fascinating, but it can be aggressive and nasty and political. And for a chimpanzee, if a stranger
turns up in their social group, that is usually potentially very dangerous. And even within your own
social group, you'’re constantly keeping an eye on what everybody else is doing, who’'s scheming
with who, who’s grooming with who, what'’s going on.
