Presenter: My castaway this week is the actor and comedian Tracey Ullman. She’s arguably the most
successful British woman on comedy’s international stage and her creative adventures encompass
two continents and many disciplines. She was the first woman to be offered her own television sketch
show, both in Britain and America, where she became the first non-American female comedian to
make it big. She enjoyed a spell as a pop star and has shared the big screen with Meryl Streep, Kevin
Kline, and Hugh Grant. Her many accolades include a dozen American comedy awards, seven
Emmys, two Baftas, and a Golden Globe. 30 years after relocating to America, life brought her back to
the UK and to the BBC, where she introduced us to a kleptomaniac Dame Judy Dench and a sex
bomb Angela Merkel. And although her inspiration moves with the times, she is, she says, still putting
on the show she would act out as a little girl to entertain her mother after her father’s death. She says,
“I realised | used to do this in my mother’s bedroom when | was six. | used to be everyone in my
village, everyone at school and everyone in the news, and I'm still doing that same show. | think I'll be
doing it in my 80s. I'll just impersonate everyone around me in the nursing home.” Tracey Ullman,
welcome to Desert Island Discs.

Tracey Ullman: Thank you very much. I'm so glad to be here, Lauren.

Presenter: Now, Tracey, audiences have, of course, long been amazed by your propensity for
metamorphosis, which has been with you since your earliest days, too. What is it about becoming
someone else that you love?

Tracey Ullman: Gosh, this is something ..., it sounds sad, like | don’t like being me, but it’s just what |
could do. | think when you’re a kid and you’re good at football or you can play the piano or you ... |
could just impersonate people and | love people.

Presenter: Now, we do see brilliant comic actors like Emma Thompson, Sharon Horgan, Phoebe
Waller-Bridge, winning plaudits and prizes on both sides of the Atlantic. But, you know, back then,
when you first started out, the prevailing attitude was pretty much that women just weren’t funny. Did it
feel like you were blazing a trail?

Tracey Ullman: What you had to do back then, really, all those girls have had fabulous careers. They
didn’t have to move to America to do it. So, if | looked, started to look at American comedy, | realised
that women had been given a shot in American comedy, much more so than in English comedy, like
Lucille Ball had her own show in the 50s, and then people like Carol Burnett had a wonderful variety
show in the 60s. And Gilda Radner on Saturday Night Live, the late great Gilda Radner. | saw some
shows of hers on the English TV in the early 80s. | thought, “Wow, | want to do that, you know, look at
her, she’s on par with the guys. She’s not having to play a traffic warden or a sexy girl in a bikini like
on the bloody Benny Hill shows,” which | found just so annoying. So | think America got started earlier
on that stuff. But there’s nothing like English character actresses, you know, to me. Like | still want to
be Dandy Nichols, Patricia Hayes, Peggy Ashcroft, Joan Plowright, Maggie Smith. We still have those
wonderful women.

Presenter: You are occasionally Maggie Smith. I've seen that.
Tracey Ullman: Well, | can do Maggie’s voice, dear.

Presenter: Mice, rather like us, humans prefer to be treated with a little dignity. For example, how
they’re handled. Picking them up by the tail, as was the norm in laboratories for decades, makes them
anxious and so can skew the results of the research for which they’re being used. So says my guest
today and she should know. Jane Hurst is William Prescott Professor of Animal Science at the
University of Liverpool. She spent her career exploring the secret life of mice and how they behave.
Much of that behaviour, she’s discovered, can be revealed by following their noses, where those
noses take them, and what’s in the scent marks that they find. Jane has unravelled a complex array of
scent signals that underpin the way mice communicate and how each selects a mate. Within this
heady mix of male scent, she’s identified one particular pheromone that’s so alluring to females that
she named it after Mr Darcy from Pride and Prejudice, but we’'ll get on to that later. Jane Hurst,
welcome to The Life Scientific.

Jane Hurst. Thank you very much, Jim.

Presenter: This fascination with mice has been a constant throughout your career. What is it about
mice that captivates you?

Jane Hurst: | do work on other species. Some of our most recent studies are on brushtail possums,
cats, voles, even mosquitoes. But house mice have really grabbed my attention because they're just
so versatile. That's made them a very important and successful species in the wild, as well as being
the most widely used species in laboratory animal research.

Presenter: And you mentioned these are the house mice. This is basically the mice we’d see scurrying
across the kitchen floor or across a farmyard. That’s, | guess, the wild type. But that is the same
species as the laboratory mouse?

Jane Hurst: Yes. They're called house mice because they're really attracted to living in buildings,
where they can take advantage of our food and shelter. So, that has really made them adapted to be
able to live in these artificial environments, to be so suitable for laboratory life.

Presenter: Now, Jane Hurst, your love of animals goes back to your childhood. What was it like in your
household?

Jane Hurst: Well, | had a massive interest in animals as a child, from the usual watching frogs’ spawn
develop in the garden to also keeping pet guinea pigs, gerbils, hamsters. | bred tropical fish and stick
insects. And then when | got to secondary school, | took on looking after all the animals in the Biology
Department, which | think is probably where I first met mice. And I’'d organise for all of these animals to
have homes for the holidays. And I’'m sure | probably took home more than my fair share of them as
well. But then | keep more exotic things at home, like tiny harvest mice in tall tanks in my bedroom, so
they could climb up their corn stalks. And then we built a really big aviary in the back garden, so that
we could keep chipmunks and they would try and find anywhere to bury their nuts and grapes and that
would include your ears if you went into the aviaries as well. So, | guess at that stage in my life |
probably wasn’t that interested in school work. There were so many other interesting things to do.

Presenter: You mentioned that the animals that you’re keeping at home got more elaborate. So how
exotic did it get?

Jane Hurst: Well, | guess one of my favourite animals was actually a coati. So, | don’'t know whether
you know what a coati is?

Presenter: Sounds like | should do, but ... do tell me.

Jane Hurst: OK. Yes, it's a member of the raccoon family. It has a long ringed tail and they also have
this long, flexible snout that they kind of push into anything and everything. | think, actually, that’s
probably the first time | really understood the importance of scent to mammals because everywhere
she would go, she would be sniffing everything. It's quite embarrassing, really, because Katie the coati
was very...
