ZELENO OBMOCIJE

Zeleno obmogje oznacuje ucence, katerih skupni dosezki dolo¢ajo mejo spodnje Cetrtine dosezkov (glede na druge
doseZke). V tem obmodju je 10 % ucencev; njihovi dosezki so visji od spodnjih 20 % in nizji od 70 % preostalih
doseZkov. (V statisticnem Zargonu pravimo, da so to dosezki med 20. in 30. kvantilom.)

Ucenci, katerih skupni doseZki pri angles¢ini dolocajo mejo spodnje Cetrtine dosezkov, so uspesno resili te postavke:
A) SLUSNO RAZUMEVANJE

2. naloga: LOTTE REINIGER

Ucenci so poslusali besedilo o umetnici Lotte Reiniger. Naloga je bila izbirnega tipa z enim pravilnim odgovorom.
Ucenci so nalogo resevali tako, da so pri vsaki testni postavki obkrozili ¢rko pred pravilnim odgovorom. Izbirali so
lahko med stirimi odgovori. Naloga je preverjala, ali so ulenci izluscili glavne poudarke besedila, razumeli
podrobnosti v njem in razumeli pomen neznanih besed v besedilu.

V zeleno obmocje se je uvrstila 3. postavka.

Postavka je preverjala razumevanje specifi¢nih informacij, ki so bile v vnosnem besedilu podane z naborom
osnovnega besedisca. Postavko so uspesno resili ucendi, ki so her first full-length animated film in naslov filma The
Adventures of Prince Achmed v vnosnem besedilu povezali s pravilnim odgovorom [t was her first full-length animated
film ter ugotovili, da je bil ta dosezek prelomen za kariero Lotte Reiniger.

B) BRALNO RAZUMEVANJE

1. naloga: SHOULD ROBOTS REPLACE TEACHERS?

Vnosno besedilo je bil ¢lanek o uciteljih in robotih. U¢enci so morali odgovoriti na vprasanja, ki so bila vezana na
besedilo in so sledila vrstnemu redu dogodkov v njem. Naloga je predvidevala kratke zaprte odgovore z najvec
Sestimi besedami. Odgovori u¢encey, ki so bili zapisani s pravopisnimi in slovni¢nimi napakami, ki niso vplivale na
razumevanije, so bili sprejeti kot pravilni. Za uspesno resevanje naloge so u¢enci morali razumeti glavno misel in
glavne poudarke besedila, podrobnosti v njem, poleg tega pa tudi osnovna notranja razmerja v besedilu. Prav tako
so morali razumeti pomen besed in besednih zvez v sobesedilu.

V zeleno obmogje se je uvrstila 2. postavka.

Postavko so uspesno resili u¢enci, ki so naklonski glagol can v testni postavki povezali z izrazoma what robots are
capable of in able to think v besedilu.

2. naloga: STONE STACKING

Ucenci so prebrali besedilo o nenavadni dejavnosti — postavljanju kamnitih skulptur. Naloga je bila izbirnega tipa z
enim pravilnim odgovorom. Preverjala je, ali u¢enci razumejo glavne poudarke vnosnega besedila in podrobnosti
v njem, ali razumejo osnovna notranja razmerja v besedilu (npr. vzro¢no-posledi¢na) in ali razumejo pomen besed
in besednih zvez v sobesedilu.

V zeleno obmocje se je uvrstila 2. postavka.

Ucendi, ki so pravilno resili 2. postavko, so razumeli, da sta lastnosti self-control in steady hand v vnosnem besedilu
parafrazirani s to be calm v testni postavki.



Rumeno obmocje oznacuje ucence, katerih skupni dosezki dolo¢ajo mejo med polovicama dosezkov. V tem
obmodju je 10 % ucencev; njihovi dosezki so visji od spodnjih 45 % in hkrati nizji od 45 % preostalih dosezkov. (V
statisticnem Zargonu pravimo, da so to dosezki med 45. in 55. kvantilom.)

Ucenci, katerih skupni dosezki pri anglescini dolocajo mejo med polovicama dosezkov, so uspesno resili te postavke:
A) SLUSNO RAZUMEVANJE

1. naloga: SEVEN BOOKS ABOUT EARTH

Ucenci so poslusali Sest kratkih besedil oz. predstavitev knjig o naravi. Naloga je bila povezovalnega tipa in je od
ucencev zahtevala, da vsako predstavitev povezejo z najbolj ustreznim razlogom za izbiro posamezne knjige. Dva
razloga sta bila odvec. U¢enci so morali izlu¢iti glavne misli in poudarke besedila, razumeti podatke in podrobnosti

ter pomen posameznih neznanih besed v besedilu.

Pri 1. postavki so morali u¢enci povezati pravilni odgovor helping animals, locally and globally z naslovom knjige How
to help a Hedgehog and Protect a Polar Bear in z dvema deloma vnosnega besedila: various habitats in ways you can
help animals, whether it's looking after hedgehogs in your garden or campaigning to protect all endangered species.

Drugo testno postavko so uspesno resili ucendi, ki so pravilni odgovor the importance of specific regions in the world
povezali z delom vnosnega besedilom For each area there are intriguing facts and details about why this particular
ecosystem is so important.

Pri 3. postavki so morali u¢enci povezati pravilni odgovor Earth’s beginnings and people’s influence on Earth z dvema
deloma vnosnega besedila the formation of the Earth in how human beings have affected the Earth.

Ucendi, ki so pravilno resili 5. postavko, so morali povezati resitev those who spend their lives helping the environment
z delom vnosnega besedila With climate change accelerating in recent years, it's been all hands-on deck to try and do
more. And we've seen some very inspiring humans!.V nadaljevanju so omenjeni $e Greenpeace, Sir David Attenborough
in efforts of known and lesser-known heroes, kar je verjetno pripomoglo k uspesnemu resevanju postavke.

2.naloga: LOTTE REINIGER
V rumeno obmocje se je uvrstila

Pri 5. postavki, ki je preverjala razumevanje specificne informacije, so morali u¢enci povezati del vnosnega besedila
Reiniger and her husband fled Nazi Germany because she »didn't like this whole Hitler thing« s pravilnim odgovorom She
was upset by the political situation.

Pri 1. postavki so morali u¢enci ugotoviti, s katero napravo robot Bingo nadzoruje otroke. Za pravilno resitev so
morali povezati besedni zvezi monitor the children v vprasanju in keep an eye on ... pupils v besedilu.

3. postavko so uspesno resili uc¢enci, ki so iz dela besedila o personaliziranih robotih izlus¢ili, kako naj bi ti podpirali
zelo dobre ucence. Povezati so morali pupils who are very good at school v vprasanju z those who are further ahead in
their studies v besedilu.

Pri 4. postavki so morali u¢enci v besedilu poiskati specificno informacijo o tem, s katerim problemom se srecujejo
britanske Sole: The UK is currently suffering teacher shortages, which means there aren't as many teachers as schools
need. V pomoc jim je bila lahko besedna zveza solve this problem, ki je omenjena v nadaljevanju besedila.

Pri 6. postavki so morali u¢enci razumeti zadnji odstavek besedila. Na vprasanje so pravilno odgovorili tisti, ki so
povezali the most valuable skill a young person should be taught v vprasanju in develop the important ability to think for
themselves v besedilu.

1. naloga: JAMES BOND

V prvi nalogi rabe jezika so u¢enci morali dopolniti besedilo o Jamesu Bondu. Naloga je bila tipa dopolnjevanje brez
nabora in je pri nekaterih postavkah zahtevala preoblikovanje danih besed v oklepaju. V vsako praznino so ucenci
vpisali eno oz. najvel dve besedi. Besedilo je preverjalo rabo razli¢nih jezikovnih struktur, ki so morale biti zapisane
pravopisno pravilno. Za uspesno resevanje naloge so u¢enci morali razumeti besedilo, prav tako pa tudi pomen
besed in besednih zvez v sobesedilu.

Pri 2. postavki so morali u¢enci za uspesno resevanje razumeti sobesedilo in ugotoviti, da samostalniska besedna
zveza Head of the Sercret Service pred seboj zahteva rabo dolo¢nega ¢lena the oziroma svojilnega zaimka his.

Tip naloge je
torej dopolnjevanje brez nabora. Da so lahko ucenci uspesno resili testne postavke, so morali razumeti sobesedilo
in odgovore pravopisno pravilno zapisati.

V rumeno obmocje sta se uvrstili ' in

Pri 1. postavki so ucenci morali iz sobesedila ugotoviti, da je ustrezna beseda za zapolnitev vrzeli healthy, in jo
pravilno zapisati. V pomoc jim je lahko bilo sobesedilo, ki govori o redni vadbi in uravnotezeni prehrani.

Pri 4. postavki so morali u¢enci iz sobesedila izlus¢iti pomen in pravilno zapisati besedo heart. V pomoc¢ so jim bili
deli sobesedila, na primer pump faster in tudi deliver extra oxygen to your blood, saj so iz tega lahko sklepali, da gre za
srce.

S pomocjo iztocnic so razlozili, kaj je
prijateljstvo in zakaj je pomembno; opisali so, kako (kdaj, kje ...) so spoznali najboljsega prijatelja in kaj sta Ze skupaj
dozivela. Zapisali so tudi svoje mnenje o tem, kako druzbena omrezja vplivajo na prijateljstvo.

V rumeno obmocje sta se uvrstili dve postavki za vrednotenje: in

Da je bila postavka vsebina ovrednotena z vsemi moznimi tockami (4 tocke), so u¢enci morali napisati besedilo, ki
je popolnoma ustrezalo zahtevam naloge. Pri tem so morali vse izto¢nice dobro razviti. Prav tako je besedilo moralo
vsebovati pojasnilo in utemeljevanje.

Da je bila postavka zgradba besedila ovrednotena z vsemi moznimi tockami (2 tocki), so u¢enci morali napisati
koherentno besedilo, v katerem so misli jasno izrazene in sledijo logi¢nemu sosledju. Deli besedila so morali biti
dobro povezani na ravni povedi in na ravni celotnega sestavka. Napak v rabi locil ni smelo biti.

je 10 % ucenceyv; njihovi dosezki so visji od spodnjih 70 % in nizji od 20 % preostalih dosezkov. (V statisticnem
Zargonu pravimo, da so to dosezki med 70. in 80. kvantilom.)

Ucendi, katerih skupni doseZzki pri anglescini dolocajo mejo zgornje Cetrtine dosezkov, so uspesno resili te naloge in
postavke:

A) SLUSNO RAZUMEVANJE

V rdece obmogje sta se uvrstili 4. in 6. postavka.

Pri 4. postavki so morali u¢enci povezati pravilni odgovor helping animals that are facing extinction z naslovom Red
Alert! in z dvema deloma vnosnega besedila: endangered species that are battling to survive in particular challenges
each creature faces — and what projects you might do to help save them.

Ucenci, ki so pravilno resili 6. postavko, so morali pravilni odgovor individual stories about existing dangers and positive
changes povezati z dvema deloma vnosnega besedila: powerful stories portray the issues surrounding climate change
in personal terms in offering warnings and inspiration in equal measure.

2. naloga: LOTTE REINIGER
V rdeco obmocje so se uvrstile 2., 4. in 6. postavka. Vse postavke so preverjale razumevanje specifi¢nih informacij.

Drugo postavko so uspesno resili ucenci, ki so razumeli poved To help the moviegoers understand the film’s plot, title
cards with printed text appeared during the film between scenes. v vnosnem besedilu in jo povezali s pravilnim
odgovorom To understand the film better.

Pri 4. postavki so morali u¢enci iz Lottinega dobesednega navedka / believe in the truth in fairy tales more than | believe
in the truth of the newspapers izlusciti, da po njenem mnenju newspapers rarely tell the truth.

Za pravilno resitev 6. postavke so morali u¢enci del vnosnega besedila her style is still influential and can often be seen
in today’s films povezati s pravilnim odgovorom Characteristics of her work are seen today.

B) BRALNO RAZUMEVANJE

1. naloga: SHOULD ROBOTS REPLACE TEACHERS?
V rdece obmocje se je uvrstila 5. postavka.

5. postavka je preverjala razumevanje daljsega dela besedila, ki govori o tem, da ucitelji trdo delajo, da bi spoznali
ucence in razumeli razli¢ne osebnosti, ter gradijo osebne odnose s svojimi ucenci. Za pravilno resitev je bilo klju¢no
razumevanje besede ability v vprasanju (Which ability do teachers possess that robots do not?) in delov besedila
understand their different personalities oz. build a personal relationship.

2. naloga: STONE STACKING
V rdec¢e obmogje sta se uvrstili 3. in 6. postavka.

3. postavka je preverjala razumevanje dveh loc¢enih delov besedila, ki govorita o postavljanju kamnitih struktur kot
o vrsti umetnosti. Za pravilno resitev je bilo treba iz povedi v besedilu Visitors say the random creative displays benefit
the art ugotoviti, da se besedna zveza promotes art v postavki nanasa na visitors, ne pa na druge ponujene odgovore.

6. postavka je preverjala razumevanje zadnjega dela besedila, ki govori o tem, kako postavljanje kamnitih struktur
vpliva na Zivali in njihov Zivljenjski prostor. Postavko so pravilno resili u¢enci, ki so med danimi moznostmi odkrili
napacno, tj. Stone stacking attracts bigger animals., pri ¢emer so morali razumeti predvsem poved Unsettling small
insects and other creepy-crawlies that live under the stones is taking away the source of food for bigger animals.

C) RABA JEZIKA

1. naloga: JAMES BOND
V rdece obmodje sta se uvrstili 3. in 4. postavka.

Pri 3. postavki je bilo treba izkazati znanje stopnjevanja pridevnikov in pridevnik bad postaviti v preseznik worst brez
rabe dolo¢nega clena the.

Pri 4. postavki so morali u¢enci iz sobesedila ugotoviti, da manjka beseda oz. predlog without. V pomoc sta jim bili
povedi, ki sledita in pojasnjujeta, kje vse je bila uporabljena moderna tehnologija.

Za uspesno reSevanje 3. postavke so morali u¢enci iz sobesedila razbrati, da je ustrezna resitev glagol, ki izraza
pozitiven odnos do vadbe, tj. enjoy. V pomoc jim je bil lahko frazni glagol keep it up.

Pri 5. postavki je bilo treba uporabiti besedo sure, ki jo je bilo mogoce ugotoviti s pomocjo glagola make, kar tvori
besedno zvezo make sure. Prav tako so lahko sklepali o resitvi iz sobesedila, ki govori o tem, za kaj je bistveno
poskrbeti po vadbi.

Da je bila postavka besedis¢e ovrednotena z vsemi moznimi tockami (4 tocke), je moralo biti besedis¢e bogato,
pravilno rabljeno in ustrezno glede na zahteve naloge. Napake v zapisu besed so se lahko pojavile le iziemoma.

Da je bila postavka slovnica ovrednotena z vsemi moznimi tockami (3 tocke), je moralo besedilo vsebovati pravilno
rabljene osnovne slovni¢ne strukture ter vec raznovrstnih slovni¢nih struktur, ki so bile ve¢inoma pravilno in
ustrezno rabljene.

kvantilom.)

Ucenci, katerih skupni dosezki pri angles¢ini so v zgornji desetini dosezkov, so uspesno resili te postavke:
A) SLUSNO RAZUMEVANJE

2. naloga: LOTTE REINIGER
V modro obmogje se je uvrstila 1. postavka.

Ucenci, ki so pravilno resili 1. postavko, so iz daljse povedi v vnosnem besedilu razbrali podatek, da je Lotte prirejala
predstave za svoje sovrstnike. Besedno zvezo her friends v testni postavki so morali povezati s her peers v vnosnem
besedilu.

B) BRALNO RAZUMEVANJE

2. naloga: STONE STACKING
V modro obmodje sta se uvrstili 1. in 4. postavka.

Ucenci, ki so pravilno resili 1. postavko, so razumeli, da je del besedila artists who might want to show their artistic
signature absorbed with the local landscape izrazen z besedami to leave a mark in the environment v postavki.

4. postavko so uspesno resili ucenci, ki so iz dela besedila a campaign led by people living in the area that stands firmly
against the creation of new stones ugotovili, da je klju¢na misel izrazena v resitvi banned (According to some locals,
stone sculptures should be banned.).

C) RABA JEZIKA

1. naloga: JAMES BOND
V modro obmogje se je uvrstila 5. postavka.

Ucenci, ki so pravilno resili 5. postavko, so morali razumeti, da se glagol drive v testni postavki nanasa na preteklost.
Ucencem je bila v pomo¢ druga polovica povedi, v kateri je bil uporabljen preteklik v trpni obliki. U¢enci so lahko
testno postavko resili z navadnim (drove) ali opisnim preteklikom (was driving).

2. naloga: KEEP FIT!
V modro obmogje se je uvrstila 6. postavka.

Ucendi, ki so uspesno resili 6. postavko, so iz sobesedila razbrali, da bo telo okrevalo, ¢e po treningu naredimo
premor. Iskana beseda je bila tako relax oz. reset.

NAD MODRIM OBMOCJEM

C) RABA JEZIKA

1. naloga: JAMES BOND
V obmocdje nad modrim se je uvrstila 1. postavka.

Testna postavka je preverjala poznavanje razlike med tvornim in trpnim nacinom. Na mestu osebka je bil The first
film Dr. No. Glagol je bilo treba zapisati v trpni obliki v pretekliku. Dodatno je bilo treba upostevati odsotnost vriilca
dejanja, ki je obicajno izrazen z by.



SKLEP

Razporeditev dosezkov kaZe, da so imeli letos ucenci najmanj teZav z razumevanjem besedil pri bralnem
razumevaniju, saj sta se dve postavki uvrstili v zeleno obmogje in Sest v rumeno. Sledi poslusanje, pri katerem se je
ena testna postavka uvrstila v zeleno in pet postavk v rumeno obmocje. Ta rezultat je nekoliko nepri¢akovan, saj so
bili rezultati v preteklosti ravno nasprotni in tudi glede na teorijo usvajanja jezikov bi pri¢akovali, da bodo u¢enci
dosegli boljse rezultate pri slusni kot pa pri bralni zmoznosti. Tudi v tem 3olskem letu se je s postavkami, ki so se
uvrstile v rdece in modro obmocje pri slusnem in bralnem razumevanju, v vecji meri preverjala zmoznost
povezovanja in sklepanja, iskanja glavne misli ter nasploh razumevanja daljsega dela besedila. Tezave z
razumevanjem daljSega dela besedila niso nove, saj jih zaznavamo Ze nekaj let.

Iz raziskav je jasno, da ucenci razvijejo dobro slusno zmozZnost le takrat, ¢e imajo dovolj moZnosti razvijanja
poslusanja vse od otrostva naprej in ¢e je pouk zasnovan na kontinuiranem in ustrezno obseznem slusnem vnosu
vsa leta ucenja tujega jezika. Sklepamo, da nekateri slovenski devetosolci niso izpostavljeni dovolj velikemu in
pogostemu slusnemu vnosu v anglescini, da bi lahko razumeli besedila, ki so na ravni A2/B1 glede na Skupni evropski
Jjezikovniokvir (SEJO). Prav tako je pri razvoju slusnih zmoznosti iziemno pomembno postopno eksplicitno razvijanje
strategij slusnega razumevanja.

Kot ugotavljamo Ze vec let, imajo ucenci vec teZav pri nalogah, s katerimi se preverja raba besedisca in slovnice, saj
5o se samo 4 postavke uvrstile v rumeno obmodje, niti ena pa se ni uvrstila v zeleno. Zanimivo je, da se je postavka,
pri kateri je bilo treba glagol shoot postaviti v trpno obliko v pretekliku, uvrstila nad modro obmocje, kar pomeni, da
je niso pravilno resili niti najuspesnejsi uc¢enci. Rezultati so se letos po dveh zaporednih letih, ko smo opazali, da je
bralno razumevanje za devetosolce celo bolj zahtevno kot raba besedis¢a in slovnice v sobesedilu, prvi¢ nagnili v
prid zmoznosti bralnega razumevanja. Nikakor pa ne moremo z gotovostjo trditi, da letosnji rezultati nakazujejo
vi§jo bralno zmoznost u¢encev 9. razreda, saj v preizkusu ni bilo sidrnih nalog.

Letos sta se dve od stirih postavk pri pisnem sporocanju (besedisce in slovnica) uvrstili v rdece obmocje (v lanskem
preizkusu vse &tiri). Ceprav je pisno sporo¢anje najzahtevnejsa jezikovna spretnost, saj vkljuc¢uje stevilna znanja, kot
so poznavanje in raba besedisca, slovni¢ne strukture, pravopis, jasnost izrazanja, povezovanje misli, prehajanje med
(pod)temami itn,, sta se letos postavki vsebina in zgradba uvrstili v rumeno obmodje.

Podobno kot v lanskem preizkusu se je tudi letos najvec postavk (od skupaj 41) uvrstilo v rumeno obmocje (17), lani
jih je bilo v tem obmogju 14. V rde¢em obmogju je 15 postavk (lani 13), v modrem 5 (lani 6). Letos so se v zeleno
obmogje uvrstile le 3 postavke, kar je manj kot lani (8), ena postavka pa je nad modrim (lani 2).

Tudi v tem Solskem letu je razporeditev dosezkov pomaknjena v desno, vendar manj kot v letih prej, kar pomeni, da
postaja preizkus, ki je vezan na standarde v u¢nem nacrtu, obc¢utljivejsi za u¢ence z najvisjimi dosezki.

SHOULD ROBOTS REPLACE TEACHERS?

Every year, usually in September, children get ready to go back to school. A lot can change
from one school year to the next. One of the biggest changes is getting a new teacher.
However, something that doesn’t change is that those teachers are humans — at least for
now. According to a new poll, 47% of UK children think that teachers will be replaced by
robots in the next 50 years. Although robot teachers might sound like science fiction, they are
already a part of some classrooms around the world.

In China, a robot called Bingo is being used in nearly 3,000 preschools to help to teach
students English and science. It uses cameras to keep an eye on whether pupils are paying
attention. Last year, primary schools in Finland tested an educational robot called Elias,
which taught languages. The development of artificial intelligence (Al) has increased what
robots are capable of. Al is the name given to a computer that is able to “think” for itself,
which 50 years ago seemed impossible.

Sir Anthony Seldon from the University of Buckingham thinks that robots could replace
teachers as soon as 2027. According to Seldon, robot teachers could adapt their lessons
according to the needs of each person. Rather than grouping students together in a class,
each one could have their own personalized robot, which would stay with them for their entire
education. This could help in two ways: by supporting students who are falling behind, and
by challenging those who are further ahead in their studies.

People who support this idea point out that smart machines can process large amounts of
information and answer any question. This means that robot teachers could be more
knowledgeable than humans. Robots are also more dependable than humans as they never
go on sick leave. The UK is currently suffering teacher shortages, which means there aren’t
as many teachers as schools need. Robots could solve this problem because we could make
as many machines as needed.

However, teaching isn’t just about knowledge — there is a social aspect to it too. Teachers
work hard to get to know pupils and understand their different personalities. They build a
personal relationship with their pupils. This is far beyond the abilities of intelligent machines.
A survey last year found that 82% of pupils thought the relationship they had with their
teacher was important. In the same survey, 80% said that they thought a human teacher was
better than a robot could ever be.

What is more, critics say that teaching is not really about getting the right answer. It is about
training students to think independently. Robots might be able to answer a question quickly,
but it doesn’t mean they always give the best answer. Humans are better judges of which
information will help young people develop the important ability to think for themselves.

STONE STACKING

Some would say stone stacking is a free time
activity while others describe it as the art of skilfully
putting small smooth stones usually found on a
beach or a river, also called pebbles, on top of each
other to create towers, shapes and sculptures. It
has become popular in recent years, and more and
more people who come across the stacks are
posting photos of piles of stones on social media.

Stacks of stones can be found on coastlines around
the UK, left behind by keen artists who might want
to show their artistic signature absorbed with the local landscape. Random tourists and other
visitors will perhaps take a photo and spread it but the artist really does not care. Many
visitors see stone stacking as an enjoyable but time-consuming activity. In reality, it is quite
the opposite; most artists are quite fast, all it needs is self-control, a steady hand, and a
feeling for balance since the pebbles are put together without using any other material.

People in general think that in most cases this activity is unlikely to harm anyone. However,
it's a trend that, for local people, is becoming too popular. Most villagers see it as good
advertising without spending any money for it. Visitors say the random creative displays
benefit the art, yet environment campaigners claim the practice is having a negative effect on
wildlife such as small coastal birds that rely on pebbles as part of their habitat.

There is even a campaign led by people living in the area that stands firmly against the
creation of new stone stacks. By stacking stones, people could cause confusion in places
where they have traditionally been used to provide directions to climbers and walkers. In
some places, man-made stacks of rocks have been traditionally used to direct people around
dangerous sites or to point them towards their destination. If more stacks are made, this
could confuse hikers and result in them getting lost or injuring themselves.

By moving pebbles from a beach or a mountain to create stacks, people are destroying the
homes of a whole range of creatures. Unsettling small insects and other creepy-crawlies that
live under the stones is taking away the source of food for bigger animals, thus affecting the
larger food chain.

Stone stacking turns wild and untouched beaches and other landscapes into areas of man-
made piles. We should be more respectful and let nature have these spaces.
