Would we miss snails if they suddenly disappeared?

Host: CrowdScience has come to Wisley Gardens, run by UK gardening charity, the Royal
Horticultural Society. It's a world of different gardening styles, and we walk past beds of colourful
flowers, basking in the dazzling sunshine. But we’re headed for the shady undergrowth, with a snail
expert.

Imogen: My name is Imogen Cavadino. | am researching slugs and snails in UK gardens.

Host: | imagine when you tell people that you study slugs and snails, gardeners ask you how do they
get rid of them? Or they tell you their complaints?

Imogen: Oh, all the time, yes. Slugs and snails are usually one of the top 10 enquired-about pests in
the garden, unfortunately.

Host: As we walk through woodland, it's not long before Imogen spots some suspiciously hole-filled
leaves on a hosta, one of the garden snail’s favourite plants.

Imogen: There’s even poop on the leaf!

Host: Oh, is that snail poo? I'm learning, that’s my new thing for today! You were drawn to these
leaves, because half of them are missing. Can you look at these and go: ‘Yeah, snails did that?’
Imogen: Well, we could tell you that it's slug or snail. But to find out which one for sure, we’d have to
actually see the culprit in action.

Host: Shall we have a hunt around and see if we can find one?

Imogen: Yeah, let’s have a little rummage! Ah, here we go. This snail we’ve even been looking for. So,
this is the common garden snail.

Host: That looks a lot like the ones that | pick off my sweet peas in my tiny garden.

Imogen: So, this species is really widespread across all of Britain. It was thought to actually be
introduced by the Romans, who farmed snails for food. So, this is quite a popular one to eat,
historically. So, originally, it came from the Mediterranean area. So, it's adapted to quite a warm
climate. But what makes this so successful is it seems to be able to adapt to also very cold extremes
and some hot extremes, as well. So, these are really successful invaders of a lot of countries in North
America, South America, Australia, and all across Europe, as well. And it is considered a major pest in
a lot of countries.

Host: Imogen is holding up a pretty, brown spiral shell, about 3 centimetres in diameter. Meet Cornu
Aspersum, the common garden snail. This is the species causing our listener Alexandre some
problems. But do they do anything helpful or are they just a pest?

Imogen: It can do a lot of damage to our garden plants. During the spring, it will go for a lot of young
tender plant material. But in the autumn, around this time of year, it seems to switch to more decaying
plant material. So, things like the dead leaves and all the vegetation that’s dying back. So, that point it
is our friend because it's helping break those nutrients down, back into the soil.

Host: So, they could be really helpful in your compost heap?
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Imogen: Definitely, yeah. The challenge is keeping them there and stopping them from going to the
rest of the plants in your garden.

Host: So, we can award this pest some ecosystem points for nutrient recycling. And as we rooted
around for more snails, we hit on another benefit.

Imogen: Oh, that’s a really big one. Oh, no, it's an empty shell. That's a shame. So, this is the shell of
a common garden snail again.

Host: What happened to the inhabitant?

Imogen: It may have just died of old age, or it may have been eaten by a predator. Snails do have a lot
of predators. Birds in particular are quite reliant on snails as a source of calcium. They need that
calcium to produce their eggs. But also, a huge range of different invertebrates will feed on snails. So,
one we actually have present at Wisley is the glow worm, which is actually a type of beetle despite its
name, and the larvae of that beetle bite the snail and inject a venom, and then they’ll just ride around
on the shell until the venom paralyses the snail, then come back down and feed on the soft, fleshy
parts of the living snail. It’s a bit gruesome.

The science of snowflakes

Snowflakes are intricate, beautiful, mysterious, and totally captivating. But for all their complexity —
and endless variety — the structure of a snowflake can be explained by a few universal laws of nature.
Laws that explain everything from snowflakes to galaxies. Let’s start at the beginning. What is a
snowflake? Or, to use its more technical name, a snow crystal? A snow crystal forms up in the clouds
when water vapour meets little specks of dust or pollen. This forms its tiny hexagonal heart. The tips
stick out and are rough. This attracts water molecules. And then more water molecules. And then
more. These form the branches of our snowflake. The size and shape of these branches depends on
the exact temperature and humidity that the snowflake meets on its journey through the clouds, pulled
down by the force of gravity. Each one takes a very slightly different route — meaning no two
snowflakes are quite the same. When a snowflake lands on your sleeve, it has been on its own, totally
unique, journey to reach you, before melting away in a moment. Way back in 1611, on a bitterly cold
January morning in Prague, a snowflake landed on the sleeve of mathematician Johannes Kepler.
And it got him thinking "Why do snowflakes have six sides?" Kepler’s breakthrough was his theory that
this hexagonal pattern is the most efficient use of space. Whether it's a honeycomb within a beehive.
Or piles of stacked cannonballs. Or a delicate, transient snowflake. It took 400 years — 400 years! — for
his theory to be proven. What Kepler didn’t know at the time is that each molecule of water, or H20, is
made up of two hydrogen atoms and one oxygen atom. As the water molecules cluster together when
they freeze, the angle between the hydrogen atoms is always, approximately, 105 degrees. And that
gives us the six sides. At its heart, a snowflake is always a hexagon. But it can grow into all sorts of
weird and wonderful shapes. Long and thin, like a pencil. Sharp like a needle. Cylindrical like a bullet.
Or, just occasionally, triangular. The truth is though, most snowflakes are kind of...well, blob-like. If you
speak to a snowflake photographer — there are just a handful in the world — they'll tell you it takes days
and days out in the cold to get that "money shot". And the conditions have to be just right — between
minus 15 and minus 13 degrees. But ever since Wilson Bentley, a farmer from the US state of
Vermont, painstakingly took the first photos of stunning snowflakes in 1885, we’ve been hooked.
