Very often, they eat a snack or a dessert of cheesecake or
traditional honey cake in the afternoon. At around ten in the evening they enjoy a fine
Saudi barbeque. They grill chicken and lamb and on the side they eat salad and a
spread made with roasted eggplant and enjoy fruit drinks.
