BRITISH FOOD

Perhaps you know about some of the food that British people
eat, but do you know about their strange food habits?

People from different parts of the UK and from different classes
call their meals by different names. They call the midday meal,
lunch or dinner and the evening meal, dinner, supper or tea.
Tea is also sandwiches, cakes and tea (the drink) at four
o’clock.

What do the British eat when they want something quick and
easy? Baked beans, of course! You must warm them in a pan
and eat them on toast. You can also go to a fish and chips
shop. Many people eat their chips on the street so they get the

dish in a special box. They eat chips with lots of salt and
vinegar.
